Guidelines for Media during MOP 5

1. Media Accredited*: 

· Print media, broadcast media, online media (bloggers and other journalists and still photographers.

* If your media ground pass is lost or stolen, you MUST immediately report it to the media registration desk in the conference venue.

1. Media access: 

a. Access*:

· Plenary and open working groups (including the opening ceremonies), side events, fairs and exhibitions, public spaces in the Nagoya Congress Centre, Press Conference Room (open from 9:00am - 7:00pm), the International Media Centre (IMC) facilities and booking office in the International Broadcasting Center (IBC).
· In the Century Hall, on the second floor, a limited number of seats are assigned for media. Still photographers have a designated photographer’s platforms and areas.  Still photographers, video and film crews will be allowed to establish shots for a period of 15 minutes from the aisle between rows 21 and 22 in the hall. After this time, you will be asked to move to the designated areas on the second floor. 
· Print and radio media representatives may cover public discussions in the plenary sessions and the working group sessions in the Event and Shirotori Halls. Still photographers are limited to the camera platforms located on the side of the halls. The space for 6 television and film cameras is available on the platforms beside the television camera of the Host Broadcaster.

*In certain instances, access may be limited (a pool system will then be set up) or increased. In addition, ENB, the official SCBD photographer, and official photographers of Japan are the only official photographers that will be allowed to take pictures from all floors of the Event, Century and Shirotori Halls. 
b. No Access*:

· Contact groups, Regional consultations and bilateral meetings, and Offices of the SCBD, the COP Presidency and the Government
*Media may have access depending on specific permission granted for particular interviews or visits. The terms of access to any of these areas listed above will be determined by the meeting participants on a case-by-case basis, such as a chairperson’s decision. 
4. Press Conference Room 

· Open from 9:00am - 7:00pm

· Daily press briefings (9:00 a.m. –  9:30 a.m.)
· Press conferences (Monday 13:15 - 14:00, Wednesday 13:15 - 14:00 and Friday (18:00-  18:30)

· Daily Press Conferences MAFF* and MFA* -(Local 19:00 -  19:30) (International 19:30 – 20:00)  
· Organizations can apply to the Secretariat for permission to use the press conference room.  You must however provide your own interpretation services.

*Minsitry of Foreign Affairs of Japan (MFA)

5. Interview requests

Interview requests, written in English, are to be submitted to the IMC staff or email ulrika.nilsson@cbd.int or erie.tamale@cbd.int. Note that for all interview requests, the following must be provide:

1. Name of the journalist and agency making the request and local contact information, including cell phone and email;
2. List of indicative questions;
3. Proposed time(s); and
4. Length of the Interview.
6. Media Coverage:

CCTVs are available all over the Nagoya Congress Centre.

7. Requests for television feeds

Television (video and audio) signals from the three conference halls and the Press Conference Room are provided and made available to other broadcasters.  Requests for these feeds will be made to NHKI.

8. Use of the IMC Facilities

· Requests for the exclusive working spaces. Media workspaces in Press Working Room A, audio cabins and lockable cubicles in the IMC are available by reservation. Any additional requests should be made at the booking office of the IMC. 

· Use of media workstations in Press Working Rooms B and C is on a first-come-first served basis and there is no reserving the facilities.  IMC staff will manage these working rooms.
· Press officers of governments, organizations and other delegations may enter the IMC to hand materials to the SCBD or NHKI staff.  

· Information about latest events and activities. Lists of Press conferences, programme of meetings, side-events and press conferences will also be posted on the Grand Reserva system, which displays information on CCTV screens around the conference site.  

9. Facilities Available:

The International Media Centre (IMC) located on the 2nd floor of the Building 2 offers work cubicles and spaces/desks to the accredited media. A total of 16 work cubicles and seven media work spaces (in Media Working Room A, two-seat desk per one space) are available to TV/radio broadcasters and news agencies upon request on a fee-for-service basis . A total of 30 work spaces (in Media Working Room A, two-seat desk per one space) are shared by all media and available upon request on a fee-for-service basis. In Media Working Room A, two networked computers are available free of charge. In Media Working Rooms B and C, 216 seats at desk are shared by all media and available free of charge on a first come, first served basis. A total of 36 computers networked with the printer are also available free of charge in Media Working Rooms B and C. Wireless LAN is available throughout the IMC.
