Case studies , best practices and other information on the use of non - monetary positive incentive measures for the  conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity 

Department of Forestry;
1. Activities related to the project regarding promotion and development of small timber,  and non – timber  product, aiming ( which involved, all activities pertaining to Biodiversity Conservation) at :
· Promote and develop a potentiality utilization of small timber and non- timber products, for example: small timber cutting, increasing value – added, increasing ( in quantity) of timbers by species expansion method , or forest plantation both in private -  own forest and community forest ,in order that  people living in  nearby community could be able to access and make use in a sustainable and conservative  manner.

2. Activities concerning seed germination , and seedling care and nurture to increase green area ,aiming at supporting  farmers  , government institutions, non governmental organizations, private entities, and publics to
· Rehabilitation of environment by increasing forest areas
3. A Voluntary Community Forest Plantation Project, aiming ( which involved, all activities pertaining to Biodiversity Conservation) at 

· To build a management and administration system for forest plantation and  a systemized and well managed forest.
· To strengthen and promote public awareness for institutions, academic institutions and government organizations to a more participation and awareness on forest rehabilitation and country’s environment.
4. Activities targeting to promote community forest , using a promotion incentives on public relations process, enhancing and supporting seedling projects, This is to:
· Promote and support community, to involve in management and sustainable use of community forest 
5. Activities undertaken according to the Cabinet Resolution pertaining to Forestry Development and Religious Institutions (Buddhism) , :

· Buddhist Monks will play key roles in leading local community to conserve and develop forest resources and environment in the area

· Increasing country’s forest area.
6. Activities aiming at developing community forest , in order to promote and develop implementation regarding community forest, urban forest and agro forestry , this can be done by,  for example, using public relation process and training module to enhance community’s better understanding and seedling activities to provide food source. Objectives for these activities is :
· To promote and develop activities concerning management of community forest , urban forest and agro-forestry 

7. Activities targeting on  enhancing community forest management, in order to serve a new project on Village Forest. Local community will be mandated to play the key role in managing community forest whilst government agency will provide technical support including suggested methods and appropriate techniques in implementing throughout the project.  This project aims at:
· Increasing and rehabilitating of community forests, in order to  made available for using by people living in  that communities, by introducing this methods, natural forest will be less deteriorated.

· Increasing people ’s understanding and knowledge on community forest management, to be the core player for developing and efficiently managing of  community forest.
Department of Natural Parks Wildlife and Conservation:
The Department of National Parks Wildlife and Conservation has undertaken two major projects regarding non monetary positives incentives in conservation and sustainable utilization of  biodiversity, those projects are as follows: 
 1. Youth Camps for Conservation of Natural Resources and Environment in National Parks of Thailand for  Fiscal Year  2004 (2547) ; It is one of the project implemented by Department of Natural Parks Wildlife and Conservation ; Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment, in collaboration with the Ministry of Education. The objective of the project is to designate authorities of Natural Parks all over Thailand to form Natural Resources and Environment Youth Camp,  in order to educate young people to a better  understanding in natural resources conservation and environment and  to promote and develop ecotourism and a common concerned and networking in natural resources conservation. This is a five years project period, (Fiscal year 2004 – 2009) This project helps creating positive incentives and awareness raising in sustainable conserving and utilizing of biological diversity. 
2. Public relation program, to disseminate information regarding: rare, endangered species and  important or highly valuable wildlife and plants, both in situ and ex situ, also information regarding ecology, status of those species, species distribution and  value of those species, in order to raise awareness and concerns in wildlife and plants.
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
