(Transfer    of    technology    and    technology    cooperation)   (Ref.:SCBD/SEL/ML/GD/45213),  it  is  my  pleasure  to  confirm  our readiness to participate  in the work of the expert group. I am happy to inform you that I have nominated Mr. Kari Kangas, forest policy and economic advisor of the UNFF Secretariat, as our representative in the expert group.
