200 HELCOM 
Recommendations.

Achievements
(since the 1980s)

Å~ 40% reduction in loads of nitrogen and 
phosphorus

Å50% reduction in discharges of 46 
hazardous substances

Å79 of the designated 162 major pollution 
Hot Spots/sub-Hot Spots have been 
recovered

ÅUp to 90 Baltic Sea Protected Areas have 
been established, which serve to protect 
and restore sensitive eco-systems and fauna 
and flora. Populations of seal, white-tailed 
eagle have been recovered, as well as wild 
salmon populations restored, etc.

Work ahead

proving difficult to solve, and it could take several decades 
for the marine environment to recover.

In order to ensure that 
all possible steps are 
taken to improve the 
state of the marine 
environment, HELCOM 
adopted an ambitious 
BALTIC SEA ACTION 
PLAN to drastically 
reduce pollution to the 
Baltic Sea and restore 
its good environmental 
status by 2021
