Effective Management of Protected Areas

and

Buffer Zones in Suriname?

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The Constitution of Suriname (1987) states, all forest resources are the state’s property. Coordination of Biodiversity (CBD-1996) is entrusted to the Ministry of Labour, Technology Development and Environment.

The Ministry of Physical Planning, Land and Forestry Management manages all forested areas.
Land tenure in Suriname is the result of exploitative colonial power. It is time to change the national law on land use and expand the current categories of protected areas.
Co-management should be engraved in the laws as part of the national development objective. A paradigm shift is needed for all stakeholders. Most of the external conservation and sustainable development funding agencies are already on track. (e.g. Suriname Conservation Foundation and others).
The levels of involvement of communities in land use, experienced over the last six decades are arbitrary represented in: no information provided (level 0) to participatory management board (level 6). It is expected that in the future level 7 and 8 can be reached by the time that the law is updated to current practice. Investment is needed to create an enabling environment for real partnership for the “in-situ” conservation of biodiversity. Partnership: government, private sector and civil society.

The donor communities, including the SCF, can provide funding for activities in order to achieve the objectives and milestones.
