DRAFT COMMON FORMAT FOR CAPACITY-BUILDING and development TOOLS AND RESOURCES
Note by the Executive Secretary
1. In its decision NP-1/8, the Conference of the Parties serving as the meeting of the Parties to the Nagoya Protocol (COP-MOP) invited Parties, other Governments, indigenous and local communities, relevant organizations, and the private sector, as appropriate, to provide to the Access and Benefit‑sharing (ABS) Clearing-House information regarding their capacity-building and development initiatives, including emerging best practices and lessons learned, and opportunities relevant to the implementation of the strategic framework (paragraph 5). 
2. In paragraph 10(c) of the same decision, the COP-MOP also requested the Executive Secretary to compile information on existing tools that assist Parties and indigenous and local communities, in particular women within those communities, to assess their capacity-building and development needs and priorities and to make the resulting information available through the Access and Benefit‑sharing Clearing‑House, and to report to the second meeting of the Conference of the Parties serving as the meeting of the Parties to the Nagoya Protocol on the need for the development of new tools.
3. Furthermore, the COP-MOP established an informal advisory committee (IAC) and tasked it, among other things, to provide “advice regarding the need for the development of new tools, guidelines and training materials, including e-learning modules, to facilitate the capacity-building and development initiatives of Parties, other Governments, indigenous and local communities and other stakeholders”  (decision NP-1/8, annex II).
4. In this regard, the Secretariat has developed a draft standardized form (common format), which is presented in the annex below, to enable Parties and relevant organizations to submit information regarding existing ABS capacity-building and development tools and resources to the ABS Clearing-House in a structured and harmonized manner. The draft format has been developed on the basis of the existing common format for registering information in the “Virtual Library” of the Clearing-House Mechanism (CHM)
, which is also accessible through ABS Clearing-House and the Biosafety Clearing-House.
5. The common format will be used to collect and register basic descriptive information (metadata) about the capacity-building and development tools and resources.
6. Furthermore, the common formats will make use of predefined text (controlled vocabularies) to facilitate the registration of information in a consistent manner and also allow for customized searching and retrieval of the information in all the six United Nations languages.
7. The informal advisory committee on capacity-building is invited to provide advice to the Executive Secretary on the proposed format, in particular fields 4, 5 and 6 which are more specific and relevant to capacity‑building and development tools and resources. The informal advisory committee may wish to provide general comments from the perspective of capacity‑building and development tools and resources, including whether the draft common format would allow for the provision of key relevant information that meet the needs of users of capacity‑building and development tools and resources.

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� The CHM has been developed as a single unified platform also supporting Biosafety Clearing-House (BCH) of the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety and the ABS Clearing-House of the Nagoya Protocol. This single platform is designed to allow users to submit information and do global searches and retrieval of information across all the clearing-houses within the CHM and to also search for information in a specific clearing-house. In order to do so, effort has been made to ensure that the tools for the submission and search of information, as well as modalities of operation, are compatible and, wherever possible, harmonized across the three platforms.


�  Reference records contain information relevant to the Protocol (but not reported as part of a Party’s obligations under the Protocol). This information can be made available to the Virtual Library of the ABS Clearing-House by any registered user (including representatives of Governments, indigenous and local communities, academia, nongovernmental organizations, research institutions, business representatives, etc.). It has to be validated by the Secretariat prior to being made available in the ABS Clearing-House. The information submitted through this common format will be made available at http://absch.cbd.int/search/VLR.
