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Draft Jakarta Charter on Business and Biodiversity 

We the participants attending the Third Business and the 2010 Biodiversity Challenge conference held  in Jakarta, Indonesia from 30 November to 2 December 2009: 
Are deeply concerned that ecosystems remain under serious threat worldwide, and noted that climate change is both a threat and an opportunity for efforts to protect biodiversity; 

Stress that sustainable use and conservation of biodiversity together with ecological restoration offers growing business opportunities;
Emphasize the need to incorporate biodiversity into business strategies and mainstream biodiversity into business policies and practices. 

Agreed that 

· The value of biodiversity and ecosystem services need to be better reflected in economic models and policies bearing in mind that  sustainable management of biodiversity and ecosystem services are a source for future business operations as well as  a condition for new business opportunities and markets;

· Mainstreaming biodiversity into business need to be enhanced through voluntary corporate actions as well as market-oriented enabling policy and regulation, development of new biodiversity business tools, financing instruments and communication, governmental regulations and incentives, and through macro-economic policy reforms; 

· Integrating biodiversity into business could also contribute to poverty reduction and sustainable development;
· To working towards creating a public policy environment that encouraged greater private sector engagement and mainstreaming of biodiversity into corporate strategies and decision-making in a manner that contributed to the achievement of the three objectives of the Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD)

· The Strategy to Advance the 2020 Business & Biodiversity Agenda, to be considered by the Tenth Conference of the Parties to the Convention on Biological Diversity, to be held in Aichi-Nagoya, Japan in October 2010 will make a significant contribution to the implementation of the Strategic Plan of the Convention 2011-2020 as well as the biodiversity vision for 2050 and its 2020 biodiversity targets; 

· To promote the establishment of a Global Forum on Business and Biodiversity for promoting dialogue between  Parties, representatives of business, civil society representatives and other stakeholders to advance the implementation of the three objectives of the Convention on Biological Diversity and its new strategic plan. The Kobe Biodiversity Dialogue held on 15-16 October 2009 in Kobe, Japan was cited as an example for such a forum; 

· To encourage business representatives to join  biodiversity and business initiative and endorse the Jakarta Charter on Business and Biodiversity; 

· To support the convening of the First Global Forum on Business and Biodiversity as soon as possible and no later than the 11th Conference of the Parties to the Convention on Biological Diversity to be held in October 2012
