Accessto London

London is serviced by four main internationa airports. Access to the city is provided by different
modes of transport.

Heathrow Airport <> London

BY TRAIN. The Heathrow Express train runs to Paddington station every 15 minutes from
goproximately 05:00 until 23:40. Journey times are 15 minutes from Heathrow Central (Terminas
1,2,3) and 23 minutes from Termina 4. A one-way fareis £12.

BY TUBE. The underground (subway) trains run to Central London stations every 59 minutes.
The average journey time is 45-65 minutes depending on destination. A one-way fare to Zone 1
(the central zone) is £3.60. If you arrive after 09:30 a One Day Travelcard costs £5.00 and gives




unlimited travel on London Underground tubes and buses.

BY TAXI. Each Heathrow terminal has clearly sgnposted taxi ranks. Fares to Centra London
cost around £40-55. Journey time 45-70 minutes.

Gatwick Airport <> London

BY TRAIN. The Gatwick Express train travels direct to London Victoria station and operates
seven days aweek. Trains are non-stop and run every 15 minutes from 06:00 to 20:00 and every
half hour between 04:30-06:00 and 20:00-00:30, with a journey time of 30 minutes. A one-way
fare costs £11.00.

BY TAXI. Journey timeto Central London is 60-70 minutes, at a cost of approximately £50-£85.

Stansted Airport <> London

BY TRAIN. The fastest and most frequent link from Stansted to Central London is the 'Skytrain'
rail service to London Liverpool Street. There is a stop at Tottenham Hale, connecting with the
Victorialine of the Underground. Trains run every 30 minutes from 06:00 to 08:00 and then every
15 minutes until 17:00 and then a hdf hourly service until midnight. Departures from London are
on the hour and half hour, journey time approximately 45 minutes and a single fare costs £13.00.

London City Airport <> London

BY TAXI. Taxi fares from London City airport are approximately £20.00 to the West End
(around 30 minutes journey time), £7.00 to Canary Wharf and £15.00 to the City of London.

BY TRAIN. Specia airport shuttle buses from the front of the terminal connect the airport
with the Underground, Docklands Light Railway (DLR) and Mainline train stations. Tickets for
shuttle buses can be purchased from machines near the bus stop or from the driver.

L ondon transport

Upon arrival at one of the city’s mainline rail gtations, such as Paddington or Victoria, participants
can continue their journeys by underground (subway), bus or taxi. All mainline stations are either
connected to or situated near an underground station.
