INTRODUCTION
1. The Compliance Committee under the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety held its eighth meeting from 5 to 7 October 2011 in Montreal. At that meeting, the Committee reviewed issues pertaining to the application of decision BS-V/1, which expands the grounds on which the compliance procedures under the Protocol may be activated.
2. The Committee examined the possible modalities of fulfilling its supportive role in the implementation of the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety, and adopted its working approach and work plan in that regard.
3. The Committee developed a general approach intended to guide its functions in the context of decision BS-V/1. It also adopted an organization of work, taking as a basis the four-year reporting cycle and the priority areas as identified by the Parties to the Protocol. Furthermore, the Committee agreed to the work plan for its ninth meeting as contained in the annex to the report of its eighth meeting.

4. On the agenda of its last meeting, the Committee also had an item on general issues of compliance. However, it agreed to consider any substantive review of general issues of compliance at the present meeting on the basis of information from the second national reports.
5. Following the decision made by the Committee at its last meeting, the ninth meeting of the Committee will be held in Montreal, from 30 May to 1 June 2012, at the office of the Secretariat of the Convention on Biological Diversity. It will be held in open session as agreed by the Committee at its fourth meeting.
6. The provisional agenda for the present meeting has been developed on the basis of the work plan and the organization of work adopted by the Committee at its last meeting.

ITEM 3.
Review of compliance with the obligation to submit national reports
12. At its last meeting, the Committee agreed, in the context of the organization of work it adopted, to review at the present meeting the compliance of Parties with their obligation to submit national reports.
 Parties to the Protocol were required to submit their second national report by the end of September 2011. The current review is intended to focus on three elements: (a) consideration of the rate of reporting; (b) completeness of the reports (the number of reports that are not complete); and (c) information on Parties that have not submitted any national report (i.e., interim, first and second national reports) by the end of 2011.
13. Accordingly, the Committee is expected to review the status of Parties in fulfilling their obligation to submit national reports. The Secretariat will compile and submit the relevant information to the Committee as document UNEP/CBD/BS/CC/9/2.
ITEM 4.
Review of general issues of compliance
14. As agreed at its last meeting, the Committee is expected to review general issues of compliance on the basis of information from the second national reports. The Committee may conduct its review on the basis of the note by the Executive Secretary on “Monitoring and reporting (Article 33): an analysis of information contained in the second national reports”, document UNEP/CBD/BS/COP-MOP/6/16, prepared for the consideration of the sixth meeting of the Parties to the Protocol.
15. In order to further assist the Committee in this regard, the Secretariat will also make available a document (UNEP/CBD/BS/CC/9/3) on the review of general issues of compliance, highlighting some of the major issues of compliance observed from the analysis of information contained in the second national reports.
ITEM 5.
Report and recommendations of the Committee to the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties serving as the meeting of the Parties to the Protocol

16. The Compliance Committee is expected to prepare its report, including recommendations for submission to the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties serving as the meeting of the Parties to the Protocol for its consideration and appropriate action. 

17. Under this item, the Committee is invited to consider how the report of its two meetings held during the intersessional period might be structured for submission to the sixth meeting of the Parties to the Protocol. The Committee is also invited to consider and agree on the recommendations that it wishes to submit to the sixth meeting of the Parties to the Protocol. 

18. According to practice, the Committee submits a consolidated report on the work of its meetings held after the previous meeting of the Parties, including an annex containing its recommendations for consideration by the Conference of the Parties serving as the meeting of the Parties to the Protocol.

19. Under this item, members of the Compliance Committee may wish to raise and discuss any other matters relevant to the functions of the Committee.
20. The Secretariat will update the Committee on the activities undertaken in relation to the second assessment and review of the effectiveness of the Protocol including its annexes and procedures (Article 35), taking into account the Committee’s request to the Secretariat to make available compliance-related information to the assessment and review process as stated in paragraph 24 of the report of the eighth meeting of the Committee.
