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PROPOSED BUDGET FOR THE PROGRAMME OF WORK OF THE CONVENTION ON BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY FOR THE BIENNIUM 2007‑2008

Note by the Executive Secretary

I.
INTRODUCTION

1. At its seventh meeting, in adopting its decision VII/34, the Conference of the Parties requested the Executive Secretary to prepare and submit for its consideration at its eighth meeting a budget for the programme of work for the biennium 2007-2008.  The Executive Secretary was also requested to present to the Conference of the Parties at its eighth meeting the results on a Secretariat-wide modality and tracking system and to use the system to apportion “shared costs” to either common costs to be borne by the Convention or costs distinct to either the Convention or the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety, and to propose safeguards within the Convention budget.
2. In order to facilitate the discussion of the proposed budget, and at the request of a number of Parties, the Executive Secretary convened an informal meeting to discuss the budget on 29 January 2006, in Geneva.  The present note has been prepared based on the discussions at that meeting and in response to decision VII/34, for the consideration of the Conference of the Parties at its eighth meeting and at its third meeting serving as the meeting of the Parties to the Cartagena Protocol, as appropriate.  

3. The present note contains three possible options for the programme budget of the Convention for the biennium 2007-2008 as recommended by the informal meeting on the budget, however the Executive Secretary recommends to Parties, that discussions be focused on option 2, which has been prepared based on the suggested activities outlined in the document “Enhancing the Secretariat’s support to implementation of the Convention and achievement of the 2010 target” (UNEP/CBD/COP/8/28/Add.1).

4. The document is divided into four sections, as follows: 

(a) 
An overview of the proposed budget for each programme under the Convention, including summary tables of programme staffing and resource requirements from the core budget (BY Trust Fund) (section II).  Figure 1 on page 11 below contains the programme structure and the core staffing requirements for the biennium 2007-2008.  Detailed information on activities and outputs by programme and subprogramme is contained in the Information document to the present note (UNEP/CBD/COP/8/28/INF.1); 

(b) 
The key factors and assumptions taken into account in costing the proposed budget for the 2007-2008 biennium and an explanation of the need for additional resources (section III);
(c)
A draft decision for the consideration of the Conference of the Parties (section IV).
5
The note of the Executive Secretary on the enhanced implementation phase of the Convention (UNEP/CBD/COP/8/28/Add.1) reflects the suggested focus of the Secretariat during the biennium. It also suggests adjustments to the structure aimed at equipping the Secretariat to meet the challenges of assisting Parties in their endeavours to move from policy development to implementation. The new Convention’s staffing and resource requirements are reflected in tables 1 and 3 respectively
6.
The three options on total Convention resource requirements for the 2007-2008 biennium are set out in tables 2, 3 and 4 below.  It should be noted that the option recommended by the Executive Secretary reflects an increase of $3,069,000 or 14.3 per cent over the amount approved for 2005-2006 and can be seen in table 3. This increase represents the costs associated with the Secretariat’ s requirements to rise to the Convention’s new implementation phase as well as the costs associated with factors not unique to the Convention on Biological Diversity but common throughout the United Nations system, such as inflation and higher standard figures for use in calculating staff costs.
7.
With a view to streamlining the preparation of future budget proposals, the Conference of the Parties may wish to decide on a standard set of activities to be funded from the core budget.   Detailed information will be made available to the participants of COP-8 and its Budget Contact Group for review of the three options presented, including documentation on the functioning, history and operations of the savings and surpluses of the Trust Fund and any other documentation requested by the Parties.
8.
With regard to the working capital reserve of the Convention and the Protocol the reserves should be adjusted in keeping with the recent guidelines from the UN Controller stating that applicable percentages are normally 15 per cent applied to annual funding documents exclusive of programme support costs.  It is proposed here that the increase in the working capital reserve be taken from savings and surpluses on an exceptional basis to bring it in line with UN guidelines. 
II. 
RESOURCE REQUIREMENTS for the Convention for the biennium 2007‑2008

General Trust Fund of the Convention (Core budget - BY Trust Fund)

9.
The proposed staffing requirements for 2007-2008 are reflected in table 1.  Table 3 below presents the proposed core budget (BY Trust Fund) for 2007-2008.  It has been prepared on the basis of the proposed programme of work presented in the note of the Executive Secretary contained in the addendum to present note on the enhanced implementation phase of the Convention (UNEP/CBD/COP/8/28/Add.1).  Annex I provides comparison between the staffing for the biennium 2005-2006 approved by the seventh meeting of the Conference of the Parties and the proposed staffing for 2007-2008.  It reflects an increase of three (3) Professional and seven (7) General Service staff members over the previous biennium.  Annex II provides comparison between the budget for the biennium 2005-2006 approved by the seventh meeting of the Conference of the Parties and the proposed budget for 2007-2008.

Special Voluntary Trust Fund for Additional Voluntary Contributions in Support of Approved Activities (BE Trust Fund)

iII. 
KEY FACTORS AND ASSUMPTIONS USED IN ESTIMATING STAFFING AND RESOURCE REQUIREMENTS FOR THE 2007‑2008 BIENNIUM

A. 
Programme support costs (PSC)

13.
In accordance with the Financial Regulations and Rules of the United Nations, a 13 per cent overhead charge is payable to the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) to cover the costs of the administering the Trust Fund.  UNEP returns a portion of these payments to the Convention Secretariat to help cover costs of the Secretariat’s support services. At present three Secretariat posts at the Professional level (the Chief, Fund Management and Administration, the Administrative Officer and the Finance Officer) and six at the General Service level are funded from the programme support costs (PSC).  

B. 
Staff costs and cost of goods and services

14.
The figures used in calculating staff costs (including salaries and common costs that vary from duty station to duty station) in the budget proposed for the biennium 2007-2008 are based on 2005 actual costs with an increase of 3 per cent per annum, as indicated in the table below:

15.
The budget for the 2007-2008 biennium also reflects an estimated 3 per cent rise in the cost of services and goods purchased by the Secretariat, based on the revaluation of the Canadian dollar and surveys carried out for all United Nations bodies based in Montreal.  Additionally, it reflects a recently approved increase of 8.79 per cent in General Service staff salaries. 
C. 
Assumptions

16.
The proposed programme budget of the Convention is based on the assumption that: 
Option 1

(a) Eighty-five per cent of the shared costs of the Convention and the Protocol will be borne by the Convention;

(b) One meeting of the Conference of the Parties (its ninth meeting) will be convened in 2008 for a period of one week;

(c) Two one-week meetings of the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice (SBSTTA) will be convened in the biennium; the first at the seat of the Secretariat, and the second one back-to-back with the ninth meeting of the Conference of the Parties and the fourth meeting of the Meetings of the Parties to the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety; 

(d) Meetings of the Bureau by teleconference will be held as often as required.  Face-to‑face meetings of the Bureau will be held once a year and preferably in conjunction with major CBD and other relevant events; 

(e) Meetings of the Bureau of the SBSTTA will be held by teleconference. Face-to-face Bureau meetings will be held in conjunction with meetings of SBSTTA; 

Option 2
(a) Eighty-five per cent of the shared costs of the Convention and the Protocol will be borne by the Convention;

(b) One meeting of the Conference of the Parties (its ninth meeting) will be convened in  2008 for a period of two weeks;
(c) Two one-week meetings of the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice (SBSTTA) will be held, at the seat of the Secretariat;

(d) One one-week meeting of the Open-ended Ad Hoc Working Group on Article 8(j) and Related Provisions will be held during the biennium at the seat of the Secretariat;

(e) Two one-week open-ended meetings of the Ad Hoc Working Group on Access and Benefit-sharing will be held during the biennium.  The first meeting to be held back-to-back with the Article 8(j) meeting referred to above, and the second meeting to be funded from extra budgetary resources;

(f) Meetings of the Bureau by teleconference will be held as often as required.  Face to face meetings of the Bureau will be held once a year and preferably in conjunction with major CBD and other relevant events; 

(g) Meetings of the Bureau of the SBSTTA will be held by teleconference. Face-to-face Bureau meetings will be held in conjunction with meetings of SBSTTA; 

Option 3
(a)
Eighty-five per cent of the shared costs of the Convention and the Protocol will be borne by the Convention;
(h) One meeting of the Conference of the Parties (its ninth meeting) will be convened in  2008 for a period of two weeks

(i) Two one-week meetings of the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice (SBSTTA) will be held, at the seat of the Secretariat;

(j) One one-week meeting of the Open-ended Ad Hoc Working Group on Article 8(j) and Related Provisions will be held during the biennium at the seat of the Secretariat;

(k) Two one-week open-ended meetings of the Ad Hoc Working Group on Access and Benefit-sharing will be held during the biennium.  The first meeting to be held back-to-back with the Article 8(j) meeting referred to above, and the second meeting to be funded from extra-budgetary resources;

(l) One one-week meeting of the Open-ended Ad Hoc Working Group on Protected Areas will be held during the biennium at the seat of the Secretariat;

(m) One one-week meeting of the Open-ended Ad Hoc Working Group on the Review of Implementation of the Convention will be held during the biennium at the seat of the Secretariat;

(n) Meetings of the Bureau by teleconference will be held as often as required.  Face to face meetings of the Bureau will be held once a year and preferably in conjunction with major CBD and other relevant events; 

(o) Meetings of the Bureau of the SBSTTA will be held by teleconference. Face-to-face Bureau meetings will be held in conjunction with meetings of SBSTTA; 

17.
It should be noted that the proposed programme budget of the Biosafety Protocol (UNEP/CBD/BS/COP-MOP/3/7/Rev.1) is based on the assumptions that:

(p) The costs of the secretariat services to the Protocol, to the extent that they are distinct will be borne by the Parties to the Protocol;

(q) Fifteen per cent of the shared costs of the Convention and the Protocol will be borne by the Protocol in keeping with the time analysis exercise carried out by the Secretariat as requested by the seventh meeting of the Conference of the Parties.  
18.
The following methods have been followed in preparing the proposed programme budget:

(a)
Administrative support costs (such as communications, office supplies, maintenance) and the cost of servicing meetings of the Conference of the Parties and its subsidiary bodies have been grouped under resource management, rather than being distributed by programme;

(b)
Travel, and temporary assistance costs are provided separately for each programme.

D. Need for additional resources in 2007-2008

19.
The enhanced implementation phase of the Convention requires adjustments that will equip the Secretariat to rise to the challenges associated with this new phase of the Convention.  To this end, staff will be redeployed within the Secretariat to enhance its capacity to provide technical assistance to Parties and in particular the least developed amongst them and the small island developing States (SIDS).  The Secretariat will redouble its efforts to enhance the engagements of major groups including women, youth, parliamentarians, business, media, the sectors (and organizations that support them) and others. To this end, two additional Professional posts are required.  The achievement of the 2010 biodiversity target calls for major outreach activities.  The Secretariat will also enhance its outreach and communication means.  A post of liaison officer in Geneva is being also suggested to enhance the relationship with the Convention’s partners based in Europe including UNCTAD, WTO, IUCN, RAMSAR, CITES, FAO, IPGRI, IFAD; UNESCO as well as the European Commission. Additional financial resources are also sought to enhance the implementation of CEPA. The proposed budget estimates that the overall increase in the resources required for the core budget for the Convention over the biennium is 14.3 per cent.

E. 
 Suggested new structure of the Secretariat

20. 
The work of the Secretariat in carrying out the mandates assigned by the Conference of the Parties and its subsidiary bodies as outlined in Article 24 of the Convention, is undertaken through the following six units:  Office of the Executive Secretary; Outreach and Major Groups; Scientific, Technical and Technological Matters; Social, Economic and Legal Affairs; Technical Assistance; and Resource Management and Conference Services. The Office of the Executive Secretary (OES) is responsible for the overall management of the Secretariat, promoting coherence in its work and ensuring responsiveness to the needs of Parties.  It is also responsible for ensuring substantive support for the Conference of the Parties to the Convention and the Biosafety Protocol, and their bureaux.  The office also coordinates the representation of the Secretariat at external meetings and is the principal interface between the Secretariat and the Parties, relevant intergovernmental and non-governmental organizations as well as major groups and inter-agency processes.  The office is responsible for fund‑raising, recruitment and applying the financial and human resources of the Convention and the Protocol in a flexible manner to meet the evolving needs where appropriate.  The office comprises the Executive Secretary a P-2 and three General Service staff. The Office provides direct oversight to the Outreach and Major Groups Unit, which is responsible for supporting outreach and awareness initiatives, including the principal responsibility for implementation of the Global Initiative on Communication, Education and Public Awareness (CEPA), in compliance with the provisions of Article 13 of the Convention. To this end, a CBD iNet programme will be established.   It also supports the library and publications services, including the CBD magazine and newsletter.  It is focal point for the media and is responsible for the special CBD events such the celebration of the International Biodiversity Day and the Friends of the Convention. It is also the focal point of all major groups including women, children and youth, non-governmental organizations, business community, local authorities and parliamentarians.  The unit will initiate in collaboration with the Technical Assistance Unit, capacity building activities on issues related to the implementation of CEPA and Article 13.   The unit comprises eighth Professional and eighth General Service staff. 

21.
The Scientific, Technical and Technological Matters (STTM) department is responsible for coordinating the Secretariat’s support to the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice (SBSTTA), incorporating scientific and technical developments into the work of the Convention and providing scientific and technical advice to Parties, other departments, partners and responding to general inquiries of this nature.  The department will take the lead in enhancing the efficiency of SBSTTA to address scientific and technical matters.  The department is also responsible for mobilizing the scientific community, in particular from developing countries for the implementation of the Convention. The STTM staffing comprises nine Professionals and five General Service staff members.  The Social, Economic and Legal Affairs (SEL) department is responsible for cross-cutting issues, such as access and benefit-sharing, traditional knowledge, sustainable use, incentive measures, liability and redress and technology transfer and cooperation, and for incorporating the social, economic and legal dimensions in the thematic work programmes of the Convention. It provides support to the meetings of the Conference of the Parties, the Ad Hoc Working Group on Article 8(j) and Related Provisions and the Ad Hoc Working Group on Access and Benefit-sharing. It also provides legal advice and support to the Secretariat and other Convention bodies and liaises with relevant international organizations such as the WTO, WIPO, UNCTAD and the United Nations Office of Legal Affairs. It oversees the implementation of the Headquarters Agreement with Canada and the Entente with the Provincial Government of Quebec. A liaison officer in Geneva is required to ensure effective cooperation with key CBD partners in Europe. Closer cooperation with the World Trade Organization and its secretariat was recommended by the Ad hoc Open-ended Working Group on Implementation of the Convention. Effective attendance at meetings of the WTO/CTE, in which the SCBD holds formal observer status, and expected participation as observer in four other WTO Committees (requests are pending) requires a permanent presence in Geneva. Such a presence will also ensure a more effective cooperation with the WTO secretariat and with other partners working on trade matters such as ICTSD, UNCTAD, and UNEP-ETB. The liaison officer will ensure CBD representation in, and enhance cooperation with, other relevant Geneva-based organizations such as WIPO (attendance at meetings of the WIPO Committee on intellectual property and genetic resources, traditional knowledge and folklore), IUCN, UNEP/ETB, CITES, RAMSAR, as well as other CBD partners in Europe, such as FAO, IFAD, IPGRI, OECD, UNESCO, UNCCD, UNFCCC, and the European Commission. The cost will be compensated, to a large extent, by savings for travel and DSA that are presently incurred, or would be incurred, to ensure at least a minimal degree of representation.  The SEL comprises seven Professional and four General Service staff members.

22.
The Technical Assistance Unit is responsible for all the technical support to Parties, including training and human and institutional capacity building as well as the Secretariat’s support for the clearing-house mechanism, the National Biodiversity Strategies, Action Plan and Programmes, national reports and resources mobilization including the financial mechanism of Convention. In doing so the department will be built on the experience gained by the European Biodiversity Services and other similar initiatives as well as the technical support provided by other relevant environmental conventions including RAMSAR, CITES, Climate Change and the Convention to Combat Desertification. The department will act as a facilitator and a service provider. The department shall be also responsible for promoting and implementing activities aimed at enhancing South-South cooperation on all issues of relevance to the Convention. In fulfilling its responsibility, the department will pay special attention to mainstreaming the threefold objectives of the Convention into regional processes, including the work programme of the regional economics groupings and commissions. Further implementation of the programme of work on technology transfer and scientific and technological cooperation with a view to provide concrete technical support to Parties and relevant partners requires the establishment of a new post. Substantial additional workload is foreseen in implementing the activities that are now proposed to the Conference of the Parties, a workload that cannot be effectively handled with existing staff. This concerns in particular the establishment of the clearing-house-mechanism as an international gateway for information of relevant technologies and a key mechanism for promoting and facilitating scientific and technological cooperation, including: designing and implementing an integrated, interoperable information system and the provision of technical support thereon to national clearing houses and relevant partners, liaising with national clearing houses and relevant international partners with a view to collect and disseminate relevant information.  It is suggested that this new department comprises seven Professional and seven General Service staff members.  It will also use the services of staff in the other departments.

23.
The Resource Management and Conference Services (RMCS) department is responsible for management and redeployment of financial and human resources.  In cooperation with the United Nations Office at Nairobi (UNON), it provides fund management, general administrative services and travel services.   The department is also responsible for the servicing of meetings under the Convention and the Biosafety Protocol.  The RMCS comprises 3 Professional and 6 General Service staff.

24.
In addition to the activities described above, the work of the Secretariat covers several substantive areas that are shared by both the Convention and the Protocol.  Time analysis exercises carried out by the Secretariat in response to paragraph 10 of decision VII/34, estimate that approximately 85% of the time of the shared staff is spent on the Convention and 15% on the Protocol.  The methodology and analysis of the review carried out by the Secretariat will be submitted to the participants of COP-8 and to its Budget Contact Group.
IV.
DRAFT DECISION
25.
The Conference of the Parties may wish to consider adopting a decision incorporating the following draft elements, bearing in mind the outcome of the discussions on the budget for the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety:

The Conference of the Parties 

1.
Welcomes the annual contribution of US$ 1,000,000 from the host country Canada and the Province of Quebec to the operation of the Secretariat, of which $835,000 has been allocated per annum to offset contributions from the Parties to the Convention for the biennium 2007-2008;

2.
Approves a core (BY) programme budget of $xxx for the year 2007 and of $xxx for the year 2008 and its annex, for the purposes listed in the attached annex;  

3.
Adopts the scale of assessments for the apportionment of expenses for 2007 and 2008 as contained in the annex to the present decision;

4.
Decides in accordance with the guidelines of the United Nations Controller to set the working capital reserve 
/ at a level of 15 per cent of the core budget (BY Trust Fund) expenditure, excluding programme support costs;
5. 
Approves a drawing of US$ 2,000,000 from the unspent balances or contributions ("carry-over") from previous financial periods to cover part of the 2007-2008 budget;

6.
Authorizes the Executive Secretary to transfer resources among the programmes within the limits agreed to in decisions IV/17 and III/23, namely the ability to transfer between each of the main appropriation lines set out in table 1 up to an aggregate of 15 per cent of the total programme budget, provided that a further limitation of up to a maximum of 25 per cent of each such appropriation line shall apply; 

7. 
Notes with concern that a number of Parties have not paid their contributions to the core budget (BY Trust Fund) for 2006 and prior years, which are due on 1 January of each year in accordance with paragraph 4 of the financial rules, and the late payment of contributions to the core budget by Parties during each calendar year of a biennium has contributed to the significant carry-over from one biennium to the next, and, in the event that there is no improvement in the payment of contributions by Parties, invites the Executive Secretary to submit proposals for promoting full and timely payment of contributions by Parties for consideration and review by the Conference of the Parties at its ninth meeting; 

8. 
Urges Parties that have still not paid their contributions to the core budget (BY Trust Fund) to do so without delay, and requests the Executive Secretary to publish and regularly update information on the status of contributions of Parties to the Convention’s trust funds (BY, BE, BZ);

9. 
Decides that, with regard to contributions, due from 1 January 2001 onwards, Parties whose contributions are in arrears for two (2) or more years will:

 (a) 
Not be eligible to become a member of any bureau of the Conference of the Parties or its subsidiary bodies; and 

(b) 
Not receive any hard copies of documents from the Secretariat;  

Subparagraphs (a) and (b) above will only apply in the case of Parties that are not least developed countries or small island developing States;
10. 
Authorizes the Executive Secretary to enter into arrangements with any Party whose contributions are in arrears for two or more years to mutually agree on a “schedule of payments” for such a Party, to clear all outstanding arrears, within four years depending on the financial circumstances of the Party in arrears and pay future contributions by the due date, and report on the implementation of any such arrangement to the next meeting of the Bureau and to the Conference of the Parties;

11. 
Decides that a Party with an agreed arrangement in accordance with paragraph 10 above and that is fully respecting the provisions of that arrangement will not be subject to the provisions of paragraph 9 above;

12. 
Authorizes the Executive Secretary to enter into commitments up to the level of the approved budget, drawing on available cash resources, including unspent balances, contributions from previous financial periods and miscellaneous income;

13. 
Decides to fund, upon request, from the core budget (BY) the participation of members of the bureaux of the Conference of the Parties and the Subsidiary Body on Scientific Technical and Technological Advice at the inter-sessional meetings of the respective bureaux;

14. 
Invites all Parties to the Convention to note that contributions to the core budget (BY) are due on 1 January of the year in which these contributions have been budgeted for, and to pay them promptly, and urges Parties, in a position to do so, to pay by 1 October 2006 for the calendar year 2007 and by 1 October 2007 for the calendar year 2008 the contributions required to finance expenditures approved under paragraph 2 above, as offset by amounts in paragraphs 1 and 5, and, in this regard, requests that Parties be notified of the amount of their contributions by 1 August of the year preceding the year in which the contributions are due;

15.
Urges Parties that have still not paid their contributions to the core budget (BY Trust Fund) to do so without delay, and requests the Executive Secretary to publish and regularly update information on the status of contributions of Parties to the Convention’s trust funds (BY, BE, BZ);

16.
Decides that the trust funds (BY, BE, BZ) for the Convention shall be extended for the period of two years, beginning 1 January 2008 and ending 31 December 2009; 

17.
Urges all Parties and States not Parties to the Convention, as well as governmental, intergovernmental and non-governmental organizations and other sources, to contribute to the trust funds (BY, BE, BZ) of the Convention;

18.
Takes note of the funding estimates for the:

(a)
 Special Voluntary Trust Fund (BE) for Additional Voluntary Contributions in Support of Approved Activities for the Biennium 2007-2008 specified by the Executive Secretary and included in annex III below; 

(b)
Special Voluntary Trust Fund (BZ) for Facilitating Participation of Developing Country Parties, in particular the Least Developed and the Small Island Developing States amongst them, and other Parties with Economies in Transition, for the biennium 2007-2008, as specified by the Executive Secretary and included in annex IV below, and urges Parties to make contributions to those funds; 

19. 
Endorses the decisions of the Bureau of the seventh meeting of the Conference of the Parties authorizing the Executive Secretary to utilize savings, unspent balances from previous financial periods and miscellaneous income in the amount of US$ 761,531 from the BY Trust Fund, to fund inter-sessional activities, that were not envisaged and therefore for which no budgetary allocations were approved by the Conference of the Parties at its sixth meeting, including the participation of developing country Parties, in particular the least developed and small island developing States, and Parties with economies in transition, in the meetings of the Convention and requests the Executive Secretary, in consultation with the Bureau, to continue to monitor the availability of voluntary contributions to the BE and BZ Trust Funds in the event of any shortfalls;

20. 
Authorizes the Executive Secretary to draw, in consultation with the bureau of the Conference of the Parties, on available cash resources, including unspent balances, contributions from previous financial periods and miscellaneous income within the approved core budget (BY Trust Fund) for the biennium 2007-2008, to cover any shortfalls in the special voluntary Trust Fund (BZ) for facilitating participation of developing country Parties, in particular the least developed and the small island developing States among them, and Parties with economies in transition, for the biennium 2007-2008, in priorities identified in the core budget (BY Trust Fund); 

21. 
Authorizes the Executive Secretary to consult with the Bureau of the Conference of the Parties on any adjustments which may be necessary in the servicing of the programme of the work as foreseen in the core budget (BY Trust Fund) for the biennium 2007-2008, including the postponement of meetings, in the event that sufficient resources are not available to the Secretariat in a timely fashion from the approved budget (BY Trust Fund), including available cash resources, unspent balances, contributions from previous financial periods and miscellaneous income; 

22.  
Requests the Executive Secretary, in accordance with rule 14 of the rules of procedure, to provide Parties with an indication of the administrative and financial implications of decisions to be referred by the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice; an ad hoc open-ended working group; or an ad hoc technical expert group for adoption by the Conference of the Parties, that may have administrative and budgetary implications that cannot be met from existing resources within the core budget (BY Trust Fund);

23.
Requests the Executive Secretary to prepare and submit a budget for the programme of work for the biennium 2009-2010 for the consideration of the Conference of the Parties at its ninth meeting, and to report on income and budget performance as well as any adjustments made to the Convention budget for the biennium 2007-2008; 

24. 
Authorizes the Executive Secretary, in an effort to improve the efficiency of the Secretariat and to attract highly qualified staff to the Secretariat, to enter into direct administrative and contractual arrangements with Parties, Governments and organizations, in response to offers of human resources and other support to the Secretariat, as may be necessary for the effective discharge of the functions of the Secretariat, while ensuring the efficient use of available competencies, resources and services, and taking into account United Nations rules and regulations.  Special attention should be given to possibilities of creating synergies with relevant, existing work programmes or activities that are being implemented within the framework of other international organizations.


25.
Decides that a financial audit of the budget should be undertaken on a biennial basis and the report submitted to the meeting of the Conference of the Parties, together with the management response.
