Target 5: By 2020, the rate of loss of all natural habitats [including forests] is at least halved and where feasible brought close to zero and degradation and fragmentation is significantly reduced.
Target 10:  By 2015, the multiple anthropogenic pressures on coral reefs, and other vulnerable ecosystems impacted by climate change or ocean acidification have been minimized, so as to maintain their integrity and functioning.
Target 11: By 2020, at least [15][20][25] per cent of terrestrial and inland water, and [6][10][20] per cent of coastal and marine areas, especially areas of particular importance for biodiversity and ecosystem services, are conserved through effectively and equitably managed, ecologically representative and well connected systems of protected areas and other effective area-based conservation measures, and integrated into the wider landscape and seascapes. 

Target 13: By 2020, the genetic diversity of cultivated plants and farmed and domesticated animals and wild relatives, including other socio-economically as well as culturally valuable species, is maintained, and strategies have been developed and implemented for minimizing genetic erosion and safeguarding their genetic diversity.  

Target 14: By 2020, ecosystems that provide essential services [, particularly water] and contribute to health, livelihoods and well-being, are restored and safeguarded [for all] taking into account the needs of women, indigenous and local communities, and the poor and vulnerable.

Target 18: By 2020, the traditional knowledge, innovations and practices of indigenous and local communities relevant for the conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity, and their customary and sustainable use of biological resources, are [respected, preserved, maintained, encouraged and protected] [through sui generis or other systems] [and fully [integrated][considered] and reflected][integrated][mainstreamed][taken into account] [in CBD processes] [in the  implementation of the Convention], with the full and effective participation of indigenous and local communities, at all relevant levels [through [relevant] actions] [through actions to identify, compile, and systematize such knowledge and practices, as well to promote related best practices as appropriate].
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
