Note by the Executive Secretary
1. The present note presents an updated list of countries that have submitted their fifth national report as of 5 October 2014, replacing the list contained in the annex to the note by the Executive Secretary on progress in revising/updating and implementing national biodiversity strategies and action plans, including national targets, and fifth national report submissions (UNEP/CBD/COP/12/10/Rev.1). A further updated list will be issued before the closing of the twelfth meeting of the Conference of the Parties.
2. To date, 121 fifth national reports have been submitted to the Secretariat.  In addition, 31 countries have submitted advance draft reports.  The rate of submission has surpassed that of the four previous rounds of national reporting though only 31 countries submitted their reports by the
deadline of 31 March 2014 (see Figure 1 below).

3. As of 5 October 2014, 61% of the Parties have submitted their final fifth national reports. On a regional basis 70% of the Parties from Africa, 59% of the Parties from Asia and the Pacific, 70% of the Parties from Central and Eastern Europe, 42% of the Parties from Latin America and the Caribbean, and 68% of the Parties from Western Europe and Others, have submitted their fifth national reports (see Figure 2 below).
