5. General information on access to Dublin, Ireland 

 

Dublin is serviced by the Dublin International Airport which is about 10 kms from the 

city centre.  Upon arrival at the Dublin Airport please take a taxi from the airport to your hotel as 

no shuttle will be provided.  Taxis are available at the Arrivals area of the airport, the cost of the 

taxi from the airport to the botanical gardens will be approximately €10 to €15, the duration of 

the journey is approximately 15 – 30 mins.  The botanical gardens are located mid way between 

the airport and the city centre. 

 

 

6. Visa information  

 

Participants from countries listed in annex A below DO NOT require an entry visa for 

the Ireland and all others are strongly advised to contact the nearest Irish diplomatic or consular 

mission as soon as possible in order to secure the required entry visa in a timely manner, prior to 

departure.  It should be noted that airline companies will not allow boarding in the absence of a 

valid visa.

To facilitate the issuance of visas, the Secretariat will issue upon request invitation letters 

to be attached to the visa applications.  The National Botanic Gardens of Ireland will also issue 

an invitation letter for participants as a letter from the host country is often required before a visa 

is granted.  Participants proposing to come to Ireland via the United Kingdom should remember 

that they may also require a visa to enter the U.K. if they intend to spend any time there.
