The Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice,
1.
Notes that while the issue of the impacts of neonicotinoid insecticides on biodiversity meets the criteria for new and emerging issues set out in paragraph 12 of decision IX/29, it also falls within the scope of, and can be addressed within the framework of, the programme of work on agricultural biodiversity and its International Initiative for the Conservation and Sustainable Use of Pollinators;

Invites IPBES, when defining its work programme for the period 2014-2018 at its second plenary session, and, in particular, when considering the proposed Fast Track Thematic assessment on pollination and food production, to address in this assessment the impacts of neonicotinoid insecticides on pollinators, and on biodiversity more generally, and to take into account relevant work on impact of systemic pesticides, such as the work of the IUCN Task Force on Systemic Pesticides.
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
