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6. Visa information  

Participants from countries listed below do not require an entry visa for Brazil and participants from all other countries are strongly advised to contact the nearest Brazilian diplomatic or consular mission as soon as possible in order to secure the required entry visa in a timely manner, prior to departure.  Some airline companies will not allow boarding without a valid visa.

Participants requiring an entry visa to Brazil should attach, as appropriate, to their visa application forms the following: 

· An official invitation letter from the CBD Secretariat;  

· An international Health Certificate in respect of yellow fever, where applicable; 

· One passport size photograph – except for Diplomatic visas; 

· Valid passport (with expiry date no less than six months).
