I.
Introduction

1. The present note provides an overview of the goals and targets included under various instruments of the Convention on Biological Diversity. The Strategic Plan for the Convention, adopted in 2002, sets four goals, which support its overall mission of achieving, by 2010, a significant reduction in the current rate of biodiversity loss.  In order to evaluate progress and achievement in the implementation of the Strategic Plan and its mission, the Conference of the Parties, in decision VII/30, adopted a framework of goals and targets for evaluating progress towards the 2010 target. The goals and targets adopted in decision VII/30 also serve to promote coherence under the Convention, and are being integrated progressively into the thematic programmes of work to this end.  The development of the framework itself built on the experience of designing goals and targets for the Global Strategy for Plant Conservation, established by decision VI/9 of the Conference of the Parties. 

2. The Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice (SBSTTA), in paragraph 7 (a) of its recommendation X/4, requested the Executive Secretary to prepare, for the information of SBSTTA at its eleventh meeting, an overview of the goals and targets contained in the Strategic Plan, the framework for evaluating progress towards the 2010 target, and those integrated into the various programmes of work of the Convention, showing the relationship among them.  Such an overview can also serve to inform the work of the Ad Hoc Open-ended Working Group on Review of Implementation of the Convention, as the Group considers progress in the implementation of the Convention and the Strategic Plan and achievements leading up to the 2010 target.

3. Section II of this note describes the goals, objectives and targets of the Strategic Plan, framework for evaluating progress towards the 2010 target, and the Global Strategy for Plant Conservation, and considers gaps and overlaps among these three instruments. Section III presents the current status of work on developing and integrating the goals and targets of the framework into the programmes of work of the Convention, highlighting where differences occur among the programmes, and between individual programmes and the 2010 framework. 

4. It should be noted that the terms “framework” and “2010 framework” as used in this document both refer to the framework for evaluating progress towards the 2010 target (as adopted by decision VII/30), and the term “overall framework” refers to the combined framework of the Strategic Plan and the 2010 framework.

II.
The Strategic Plan, the framework for evaluating progress towards the 2010 target and the Global Strategy for Plant Conservation, and the relationships among them

A.
Description of the instruments

5. The Strategic Plan for the Convention was adopted by the Conference of the Parties in 2002 in order to guide the Convention’s further implementation.  Through the Strategic Plan, Parties commit themselves to achieve, by 2010, a significant reduction of the current rate of biodiversity loss at the global, regional and national level, as a contribution to poverty alleviation and to the benefit of all life on Earth. 

6. The Strategic Plan consists of four goals for enhanced implementation and 19 objectives (see annex I below). The Conference of the Parties agreed that the Strategic Plan would be implemented through the programmes of work of the Convention on Biological Diversity, implementation of national biodiversity strategies and action plans, and other national, regional and international activities (decision VI/26, annex, paragraph 12) and that better methods should be developed to objectively evaluate progress in the implementation of the Convention and the Strategic Plan (decision VI/26, annex, paragraph 13).

7. At the same meeting, in decision VI/9, the Conference of the Parties also adopted the Global Strategy for Plant Conservation (GSPC), including outcome-oriented global targets for 2010, and invited Parties to develop national targets within the flexible framework provided by these global targets.  In paragraph 9 of the same decision, the Conference of the Parties decided to consider the Global Strategy as a pilot approach for the use of outcome targets under the Convention within the context of the Strategic Plan and also to consider the wider application of this approach to other areas under the Convention.  In paragraph 10 (a) of the decision, the Conference of the Parties further requested that SBSTTA take the targets into consideration in its periodic reviews of the thematic areas and cross-cutting programmes of work of the Convention.  The targets of the Global Strategy for Plant Conservation are presented in annex II below.

8. In light of the need to enhance the evaluation of the achievements and progress in the implementation of the Convention and the Strategic Plan, the Conference of the Parties adopted, at its seventh meeting, a “framework to evaluate progress towards the 2010 target” (decision VII/30). The framework includes a set of 11 global goals and 21 targets listed under seven focal areas. These goals and targets are meant to complement the existing goals of the Strategic Plan, addressing implementation issues not directly considered under the Strategic Plan (as shown in annex III below). 

9. In addition, the framework includes a set of indicators for assessing progress towards the 2010 target at the global level and for effectively communicating trends in biodiversity related to the three objectives of the Convention. The indicators were recently reviewed by SBSTTA, and linked to the goals and targets of the framework.

10. The Conference of the Parties has emphasized that the goals and targets of the framework adopted in decision VII/30—as is also the case for the targets of the Global Strategy for Plant Conservation—should be viewed as a flexible framework within which national and/or regional targets may be developed, according to national priorities and capacities, and taking into account differences in diversity between countries (decision VII/30, paragraph 14). Thus, countries may not need to set national targets corresponding to every target in the framework, and quantitative elements of any target can be defined according to national circumstances.

11. The framework adopted in decision VII/30 is meant to promote coherence among the Convention’s programmes of work. Accordingly, the framework’s goals and targets are to be integrated progressively into the thematic programmes of work, as these are considered for in-depth review according to the multi-year programme of work of the Conference of the Parties adopted by decision VII/31.  Progress in the integration of targets into the programmes of work is examined in section III below. 
B.
Gaps and overlaps

12. The Strategic Plan and the framework adopted by decision VII/30 represent a relatively comprehensive framework (an “overall framework”) against which progress in the implementation of the Convention and towards the 2010 target can be evaluated. Together, the two instruments provide an objective or target for most of the substantive provisions of the Convention, as shown in mapping the goals and targets of the Strategic Plan and the framework against the Convention’s articles (see annex III below).

13. Nonetheless, there are some areas of the Convention for which neither the Strategic Plan nor the 2010 framework provides a specific objective/target. Neither instrument for monitoring implementation includes objectives/targets related specifically to incentive measures (Article 11), to impact assessment (Article 14, paragraph 1) or to liability and redress (Article 14, paragraph 2).  Nor do the two instruments directly address issues of knowledge, monitoring and assessment (Article 7) or ex situ conservation (Article 9(a)-(e)). 

14. In addition, while the framework for assessing progress towards the 2010 target includes indicators for its respective goals and targets, no indicators have yet been established for the goals and objectives of the Strategic Plan. This point was noted by SBSTTA in paragraph 12 (f) of its recommendation X/5, in which it requested the Executive Secretary to explore options for the identification of process indicators for the four global goals of the Strategic Plan. Possible indicators are shown in annex I below.

15. In addition to the above-mentioned gaps, some overlap is apparent between the two sets of goals of the respective instruments. In the 2010 framework, focal area 7 (“Mobilizing financial and technical resources, especially for developing countries, in particular least developed countries and small island developing States among them, and countries with economies in transition, for implementing the Convention and the Strategic Plan”) and goal 11 (“Parties have improved financial, human, scientific, technical and technological capacity to implement the Convention”) overlap directly with goal 2 of the Strategic Plan (“Parties have improved financial, human, scientific, technical and technological capacity to implement the Convention”).  Goal 11 (and focal area 7) could thus be usefully removed from the 2010 framework in order to consolidate its structure, while reducing duplication among instruments.

16. Removing goal 11 from the 2010 framework would have the added advantage of reinforcing the thematic difference between the two instruments.  Whereas the Strategic Plan focuses on the need to provide an enabling environment and supporting mechanisms for implementation of the Convention, the 2010 framework addresses biodiversity issues more directly (i.e., issues of conservation and sustainable use, traditional knowledge, access and benefit‑sharing, and mitigation of threats).  

17. The use of the Global Strategy for Plant Conservation as a model for the 2010 framework is apparent from the similarity of many of the two instruments’ targets, as shown in annex III.  The Global Strategy for Plant Conservation, however, differs from the framework in including targets specifically related to knowledge, monitoring and assessment (Article 7) and to ex situ conservation (Article 9 (a)‑(e)).  The Global Strategy could perhaps serve as an example if targets were to be developed in the future for these same articles under the 2010 framework. 

18. Similarly, the targets of the 2010 framework could provide a guide, if needed, for developing targets in areas currently not considered by the Global Strategy (i.e., framework targets 9.2, 10.1 and 10.2 relating to access and benefit-sharing, and targets 11.1 and 11.2 relating to financial resources and access to and transfer of technology, respectively). 

III.
INTEGRATION OF TARGETS INTO THE PROGRAMMES OF WORK, AND THE RELATIONSHIP OF THE TARGETS OF THE PROGRAMMES OF WORK TO THOSE OF THE FRAMEWORK FOR EVALUATING PROGRESS TOWARDS 2010

19. This section briefly reviews progress on the integration of targets into the programmes of work of the Convention, highlighting where targets developed for the programmes of work differ from those set out under the framework for evaluating progress towards the 2010 target. A comprehensive summary of how the different targets of the programmes of work relate to one another, and to the targets of the 2010 framework (for those programmes of work for which draft targets are currently available) is provided in annex IV below.   

A.
Status of work on integrating targets into the programmes of work

20. The Conference of the Parties, in annex III of decision VII/30, has provided a general approach to follow for the integration of targets into the programmes of work, including steps to identify outcome-oriented targets.  As determined by the Conference of the Parties, these targets should be limited in number, and relate to the status and trends of biodiversity and its components, threats to biodiversity, and goods and services provided by biodiversity and ecosystems within the scope of the programme of work. 
21. Work on integrating global, outcome-oriented targets and related indicators into existing programmes of work is in progress for all seven thematic programmes of work of the Convention, with the exception of the programme of work on agricultural biodiversity.  Table 1 summarizes the mandate for integration of targets into each programme of work, the status of this work, and the schedule for review of the programmes of work (including integration of targets) by the Conference of the Parties.

22. A few of the work programme targets developed to date for the inland waters and marine and coastal biodiversity programmes are slated for further review following consideration by the Ad Hoc Open-ended Working Group on Article 8(j) and Related Provisions (see annex IV below, targets 9.1 and 9.2) or by the Ad Hoc Open-ended Working Group on Access and Benefit-sharing (see annex IV below, targets 10.1 and 10.2).  The expert group on forest biological diversity has also recommended that SBSTTA, at its eleventh meeting, decide if the working groups should further refine these same targets under the programme of work on forest biodiversity. 

23. Despite being developed at different times, and through different processes, the targets put forward under the various programmes of work are generally similar to one another, as would be expected given their common basis in the 2010 framework. The following paragraphs highlight the main departures between the targets of the work programmes and those of the 2010 framework, with further discussion provided in section III B below. 

24. In the case of the draft targets endorsed by SBSTTA for integration into the programmes of work on inland waters and the marine and coastal biodiversity, there are 11 goals corresponding to the 11 goals of the framework, and 21 targets closely modelled on those of the framework. The main differences to note between the targets developed for the programmes of work and the framework targets are that:

(a) Under Goal 4, the framework’s 4.1 target has been split into two sub-targets for the programmes of work (4.1.1 and 4.1.2);

(b) There are no targets for the programmes of work that specifically correspond to target 4.2 of the framework. Instead, aspects of target 4.2 have been incorporated into targets 4.1.1 and 4.1.2 for each work programme.

25. The Ad Hoc Technical Expert Group on the Review of Implementation of the Programme of Work on Forest Biological Diversity has developed draft targets corresponding to each of the targets of the framework adopted in decision VII/30, with the following major differences:

(a) One additional target (7.3) was developed to cover the threat of human-induced uncontrolled/unwanted forest fires, given the current relevance of this issue to forest ecosystems;

(b) Under goals 4, 6 and 8, two framework targets were combined into a single target. 

26. The programme of work on island biodiversity, as the most recently established programme of work, incorporated targets and indicators from its early development. Draft global targets included in the programme of work currently differ from those of the framework in that:

(a) There are only five goals in the programme of work (corresponding to conservation, sustainable use, threats to island biodiversity, access and benefit-sharing, and increasing capacities and financing for implementation) compared to 11 goals in the framework;

(b) Several individual targets under the programme of work consist of a combination of two targets from the framework (i.e., targets 2.1 and 2.2 of the framework are combined, as are targets 8.1 and 8.2, and targets 9.1 and 9.2);

(c) A new target has been developed under goal 5 of the programme of work (corresponding to goal 11 of the framework), namely: “Capacity of islands to implement this programme of work and all its priority activities is significantly strengthened” (target 18);
(d) Target 10.2 from the framework is not reflected in the programme of work.

B.
Discussion of similarities and differences of targets among the programmes of work

27. All of the programmes of work examined here have closely followed the 2010 framework, developing targets similar to those under the goals of the framework. 
28. The programme of work on island biodiversity, at first glance, appears to differ significantly from the 2010 framework by virtue of organizing its targets under five goals (rather than 11), and numbering these targets sequentially (1-18), rather than in relation to the framework goals (i.e., 1.1, 1.2).  In fact, the substance of the goals included under the island biodiversity work programme is equivalent to that of the goals under the framework. The five goals of the programme of work simply correspond to the five focal areas of the framework, rather than to the framework’s 11 goals under those areas. This discrepancy—together with the alternative numbering of the island targets—leads to unnecessary confusion in comparing the programmes of work to one another and to the 2010 framework. The numbering of the goals and targets under the island biodiversity programme of work could be aligned with those of the 2010 framework to promote consistency. 

29.  Regardless of the numbering system used, all of the programmes of work have developed matching targets for nearly every target included in the framework. At the moment, the only target entirely missing from a programme of work is target 10.2 of the 2010 framework (missing from the targets of the island biodiversity programme of work). 

30. It should be noted that, given the absence under the 2010 framework (or the Strategic Plan) of targets relating to Articles 7, 9(a)-(e), 11, 14, paragraphs 1 and 2 (see paragraph 13 above), targets related to these articles are also missing from the programmes of work.  This is despite the existence of targets under the Global Strategy for Plant Conservation corresponding to Articles 7 and 9. 

31. Nonetheless, it may not be necessary for every programme of work to include within it every target of the 2010 framework. The Conference of the Parties, during review of the work programmes, may in fact decide that certain targets are of greater priority/potential efficacy than others. Such choices were anticipated in decision VII/30, annex III, in which the Conference of the Parties noted that, although identification of targets could draw upon the approach used to develop the Global Strategy for Plant Conservation, not every target in the framework and the Global Strategy for Plant Conservation should be applied in every programme of work. Rather, targets may highlight broad strategic issues and/or particularly urgent priority issues.
32. In developing targets for the programmes of work, the Conference of the Parties noted that, where possible, the framework targets should be incorporated into the programmes of work without modification to avoid unnecessary proliferation of targets (annex III to decision VII/30). In practice, the wording of most framework targets has been modified slightly during integration into the programmes of work, particularly where this work is most advanced (i.e., for the work programmes on inland waters and marine and coastal biodiversity). In such cases, the target remains the same in substance, but with specificity added with respect to the ecosystems and issues under consideration. 

33. In addition—and more relevant to problems of target proliferation—a small number of framework targets have been merged together or split apart for incorporation into the programmes of work, and two entirely new targets have been proposed for the programmes of work on forest biodiversity (target 7.3) and on island biodiversity (target 18). The advantages of adhering to a standardized text and structure clearly needs to be balanced against the need to produce targets specific to the various ecosystems and issues addressed by each programme of work. 

34. Recognizing such inconsistencies between the targets developed for integration into the programmes of work on inland waters and marine and coastal biodiversity, and the general framework, SBSTTA recommended that the Conference of Parties further review the targets in decision VII/30 and, if necessary, refine them, with a view to achieve consistency among the targets integrated into the programmes of work and the general framework (recommendation X/1, paragraph 5 (u), and recommendation X/4, paragraph 5).

35. Further guidance on the integration of targets provided in annex III to decision VII/30 states that, where appropriate, quantitative sub-targets should be established. To date, quantification of targets is still under development.  All six work programmes examined here have established a target of conserving at least 10 per cent of ecological regions, and the programme of work on inland waters has set a target of protecting 275 million hectares of wetlands of particular importance to biodiversity (target 1.2). In the case of inland waters, the Scientific and Technical Review Panel of the Ramsar Convention has been invited to contribute to the further development of outcome-oriented targets through inter alia their quantification and application to specific wetland types and biogeographic regions.

36. As noted above, the framework of goals and targets is being progressively introduced into the thematic programmes of work of the Convention, many of which already exist.  Therefore there is rarely a perfect match between the goals and targets of the framework on the one hand, and the objectives and activities of the programmes of work on the other.  This shortcoming can be rectified only the next time the programmes of work come under review.  The need to develop a consistent approach for the review of the programmes of work is discussed in the note by the Executive Secretary on framework for monitoring implementation of the Convention and achievement of the 2010 target, and review of the thematic programmes of work (UNEP/CBD/WGRI/1/9).
