Key findings:

In Africa: by 2030 only 10% of great apes habitat will 
remain free of the impacts of infrastructural development

In SE Asia: by 2030 only 1% of Orangutan habitat will 
remain free of the impacts of infrastructural development
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GRASP is not just about saving the Great 
Apes. It is about preserving their entire 

habitat and assisting local communities to 
manage their own resources sustainably. 
The forests in which Great Apes naturally 
occur, provide people with food, medicine, 

fuel and clean water.
