7- 10 October 2025, Bangkok, Thailand

[bookmark: _Hlk203464040]	We are pleased to inform you that the following three meetings related to the implementation of the Kunming-Montreal Global Biodiversity Framework (KMGBF) will be held in Bangkok, Thailand, from 7 to 10 October 2025. The programme consists of the following components:
· The regional workshop for Asia and the Pacific on accelerating the implementation of the Kunming-Montreal Global Biodiversity Framework through an integrated and synergistic approach (from 7 October to midday on 9 October 2025); 
· The regional dialogue for East and South Asia on biodiversity monitoring and reporting (from the afternoon of 9 October to 10 October 2025); and
· The Pacific sub-regional consultation on the implementation of the Kunming-Montreal Global Biodiversity Framework (from the afternoon of 9 October to 10 October 2025), organized in parallel with the East and South Asia regional dialogue. 
	The workshop, dialogue and consultation are being co-organized by the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP), the Secretariat of the Convention on Biological Diversity (SCBD), the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP), the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations (FAO) and the Secretariat of the Pacific Regional Environment Programme (SPREP), in close collaboration with other relevant partners, with the support of UNEP China Trust Fund and relevant convention secretariats. 
The dialogue is being organized in response to decisions of the Conference of the Parties to the Convention on Biological Diversity to operationalize the monitoring framework (decisions 15/5 and 16/31) and to provide capacity support for the implementation of the monitoring framework and the operationalization of planning, monitoring, reporting and review mechanism (decisions 15/5, 15/6 and 16/32). The dialogue will enhance national capacities for the implementation of the monitoring framework for the KMGBF, in particular through the development of a national plan and system for monitoring the implementation of NBSAPs, including the development and use of indicators, which was identified as a key need for capacity development during the previous regional dialogue. The dialogue will also include a training session on the preparation of the seventh national report and the use of the online reporting tool. Please note that a similar sub-regional dialogue for Southeast Asia will be held from 2 to 5 September 2025.
The workshop is being organized in response to United Nations Environment Assembly resolutions 6/4 and 6/6, in which the Assembly called for enhanced synergies for effective implementation of multilateral environmental agreements, as well as decision 16/35 of the Conference of the Parties to the Convention on Biological Diversity on cooperation with other conventions and international organizations.  The workshop will promote an integrated and synergetic approach for the implementation of the KMGBF, through strengthening regional and national synergies in the implementation of relevant MEAs and promoting alignment among national biodiversity strategies and action plans (NBSAPs) and strategies and policies for addressing climate change, agri-food systems and health issues. The workshop will also facilitate communication and cooperation among different national focal points of related conventions. 
  	I am pleased to invite Parties from Asia and the Pacific[footnoteRef:2] to nominate one representative to attend the regional workshop for Asia and the Pacific (7-9 October 2025). Furthermore, Parties from East and South Asia[footnoteRef:3] are invited to nominate a representative to participate in both the regional workshop for Asia and the Pacific (7-9 October 2025) and the regional dialogue for East and South Asia on biodiversity monitoring and reporting (9-10 October 2025). Parties from Pacific Island countries[footnoteRef:4] are invited to participate in both the regional workshop for Asia and the Pacific (7-9 October 2025), and the Pacific sub-regional consultation on the implementation of the KMGBF (9-10 October 2025). 	It is advised that the nominee be the national focal point for the Convention on Biological Diversity or a government official or expert responsible for leading the work on biodiversity monitoring and reporting, if NFP cannot attend. In-person participation is strongly encouraged to support effective engagement and interactive sessions. However, virtual participation will be facilitated for those unable to attend in person, as the workshop will be held in a hybrid format.
	The nomination should be in the form of a letter signed by the national focal point of the Convention. Information on nominees should be provided in the nomination form annexed to this notification. The form, including full contact details and travel-related information, should be sent to secretariat@cbd.int with a copy to wongpimonporn@un.org and noorafebrianie.minarputri@un.org as soon as possible and no later than 30 July 2025.
	Participants eligible for funding will be provided with air travel and daily subsistence allowance according to UN rules. Information and documents relevant to the workshop and dialogue will be made available on the CBD website in due course.
	To contribute to the meetings, the co-organizers may also invite national focal points of other relevant conventions of countries in Asia and the Pacific as well as a limited number of representatives of relevant United Nations organizations, regional or sub-regional organizations, technical and scientific cooperation support centres (TSCs) established under the CBD and major stakeholders that are relevant to the implementation of the KMGBF and biodiversity-related conventions and Rio Conventions.
	I look forward to receiving nominations from Parties at the earliest opportunity.
