Support may include the use of funds from the GEF 8 Umbrella Programme to Support NBSAP Update and 7th National Reports country projects. Participation may be facilitated by other partner organizations, involving specific travel arrangement procedures. Relevant information will be communicated to eligible participants following receipt of the nominations. Countries that are member states of the Gulf Cooperation Council will cover the costs of their participation.
