The second meeting of the Ad Hoc Open-ended Worldngup on the Review of the
Implementation of the Convention (WGRI-2), helith 360 participants at the headquarters of
the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Grat Organization (UNESCO) in Paris from 9
to 13 July 2007, concluded by recommending a nurab&ey decisions aimed at enhancing the
implementation of the objectives of the ConventionThe meeting adopted a series of
recommendations on the status and guidance fatahelopment and implementation of National
Biodiversity Strategies and Action Plans as welpasrity areas for building capacity building,
access to and transfer of technology and technologyperation. The participants also
recommended measures related to the mechanisnptErimantation of the Convention as well as
measures aimed at streamlining guidance to the &idFa multi-year framework of collaboration
with the GEF for the Facility’s next phase from 2ab 2014 and options for a draft strategy on
resource mobilization. To this end a meeting ik Bureau and Ms Monique Barbut, the CEO
and Chairman of the GEF was convened as well dghaléwvel dialogue with the participants.
Recommendations on the scope and format of the édition of the Global Biodiversity Outlook
were also adopted as well as process for the madine of decisions of the Conference of the
Parties and procedures for the admission of orgéinizs to meetings under the Convention.
These recommendations will be taken up by the Gente of the Parties to the Convention
when it meets in Bonn, Germany from 19 to 30 Ma§&0

The meeting was preceded by training sessions tanah biodiversity strategies and
action plans (NBSAPs) that were organized by theredariat in collaboration with the United
Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) and the Uniéadions Development Programme
(UNDP) acting as Implementing Agencies of the GloBavironment facility. The training,
hosted by the Natural History Museum in Paris, atésnded by more than 60 participants.

Against this background, twelve side events toacelduring the week. A poster session on
exchange of experience on NBSAPs was also organiizé@eping with the tradition established
in Grenada in January 2006, the following CBD cengium of these events demonstrates how
effectively the biodiversity community is cominggther cohesively in the quest of enhancing
the implementation of the three objectives of then¥gntion and achieving the 2010
Biodiversity target.

A factsheet was
circulated and owerPoinfpresentation was used.

The latest statistics available from the OECD dasab (Creditor Reporting System) were
presentedthe Rio marker methodology was described, anchesip was made that improvement
in reporting by donors is needed in this fieldheTCBD reiterated the importance of OECD data
for their work. Country delegates suggested a nundfeimprovements to the statistical
presentation: add, for reference, the ODA/GNI rat@acount for donors’ multilateral aid
(contributions to GEF); they also commented ondtwving share of budget support that would
need to be taken into account in the presentation.



4) Launch of a Global Project to Support Implementation of the Protected Areas
Programme of Work — organized by SCBD

A new GEF project, “Supporting Country Action oret@BD Programme of Work on Protected
Areas”, was launched at a side-event held in thegims of WGRI-2. The project, implemented
by UNDP is funded by a GEF grant of US$ 9.4 milliB&F plus co-financing. The project was
prepared in response to the adoption by COP in 20G4e programme of work on protected
areas and the related guidance to the GEF to sufgpits implementation.

The side-event was attended by Chief Executivec®ffand Chair of the GEF, Monique Barbut,
who launched the project and by the Executive $a&greThe project was introduced by Mr John
Hough, UNDP-GEF Principal Technical Adviser on Biaidsity and a presentation on its
implementation was made by the Project Coordinaltdr, Maxim Vergeichik. Some sixty
participants attended the event.

This project was approved by the Global Environntemtility in early 2007. Its goal is to assist
eligible countries to achieve effective nationadteyns of protected areas in accordance with their
commitments under the programme of work on proteereas. The project widnable eligible
countries in need of assistance to undertake ariictions in response to the programme of work,
which complement, but will not be addressed, by atiher national programmes and projects,
other official donors or international NGOs. Thejpct provides an effective mechanism to
assist eligible countries, with an emphasis on Léssveloped Countries and Small Island
Development States, to undertake country-driveticatiactions consistent with the programme
of work. The project is expected to disburse ov&$W3.0 million in GEF resources and co-
financing through approximately 35-40 funding aveatd governments with a ceiling of US$
250,000 per country. The project will invite proptss from eligible countries, and an
International Technical Review Committee will assébem and decide on the release of
assistance. The Review Committee will be co-chdisethe CBD Secretariat.

There were about 30-35 participants and many ahthelicated that this side event was very
helpful and recommended that this should be re@gdnduring major meetings. They were
particularly interested in exchanges of nationgbegience in undertaking reviews of national
implementation.




#7) TEMATEA: Issue-based Module on Protected Areasorganized by the German
Federal Agency for Nature Conservation (BfN), Germa Federal Ministry for the
Environment (BMU), UNEP World Conservation Monitori ng Centre (UNEP-
WCMC) and the World Conservation Union (IUCN)

Horst Korn (BfN) opened the side event, welcomihg hew issue-based module on protected
areas, which has been sponsored by BfN.

Ines Verleye (IUCN) introduced TEMATEA, the UNEP@UI project on issue-based modules.
She explained that after the development phasdefptoject, its focus is nhow more on the
application of the modules to assist pilot coustiie@ implementing the conventions. A series of
national workshops to support the use of the madhbs been held in Africa and Europe and
workshops in Latin America are foreseen for ther figtare.

Peter Herkenrath (UNEP-WCMC) introduced the meadule on protected areas, which is the
fifth, following modules on biodiversity and clineathange, inland waters, invasive alien species,
and sustainable use. The module presents provifionsarticles, decisions and resolutions on
protected areas from the biodiversity-related amd@nventions and the MAB programme. The
inclusion of provisions from regional treaties iargpe is currently underway.

The discussion emphasized how Parties have usexpect to use the modules, for example for
the development of National Biodiversity Strategasd national policies on issues such as
climate change and protected areas.

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#8) Developing International Payments for Ecosyste Services: Avoided

attendees to better understand the opportunitidschallenges associated with Avoided
Deforestation (AD) as an emerging form of IPES &meéxplore the potential for AD to

include other ecosystem services in voluntary asgulated carbon markets with a
special focus on biodiversity protection.

More than 40 delegates from governments, inter-gowental organizations and NGOs
participated in the event. The event was chairetDR§EP Economics and Trade Branch
(ETB) consultant, Louise Gallagher. Two preseatetiwere made by Alain Karsenty
from the French Agricultural Research Centre fderdnational Development (CIRAD)
and Annah Peterson from UNEP ETB. The discussmmfitned the high level of
interest among the participants for devising aewsfor AD that accounts for both
biodiversity conservation and rural livelihoods. oligh the issue of using AD as a
mechanism to address climate change, biodiversitge@rvation and rural livelihoods is
both controversial and complex, there was a gersenase that if applied appropriately,
AD may have the potential to deliver a number ohdi#s in terms of climate and
conservation. While further technical discussioemain necessary, it was generally
acknowledged that this UNEP-IUCN Side Event progtideme clarification and depth to
the ongoing discussions on developing AD throughP&s framework.

Progress towards the 2010 Biodiversity Target atherobiodiversity objectives clearly depend
on incorporating biodiversity considerations inte tproductive sectors of the economy (e.g.
agriculture, forestry, transport, energy, etc.} r@sent both serious threats to, and opportgnitie
for, the conservation and sustainable use of ba@dity. Charles McNeill of UNDP’s
Environment and Energy Group reviewed the caseliftking the 2010 Target with the
Millennium Development Goals and development plagmrocesses, presenting methodologies
and programs to assist countries in this endeavimgtuding MDG Support, the Poverty-
Environment Initiative, Millennium Ecosystem Asseent follow-up, and Strategic
Environmental Assessment.

The universal adoption of the Millennium Developmépoals at the Millennium Summit in
2000, and the integration of the 2010 Target withia MDG framework in 2006, ensures that
MDG-based national development strategies now aifgrowerful mechanism for embedding
biodiversity concerns into national and sectorahping. Representatives of Rwanda, Colombia,
and Cambodia presented their experiences in maamstng biodiversity and NBSAPSs into their
national development planning processes.

Aimée Mpambara of the Rwandan Environmental Managgrmuthority described Rwanda’s
experience integrating biodiversity into their natl economic plan through MDG Support, PEI,
and Integrated Ecosystem Assessment. Ms. Mpamipaierlined the fact that the mainstreaming
of biodiversity has been relatively successful imaRda because of a number of crises that put
public and political attention on the economic aafsénvironmental degradation. Francisco Arias
Isaza of IMVEMAR described Colombia’s experiencéhvthe adoption of NBSAP priorities into
national development planning, underlying that @ has been successful due, in part, to the
pre-existing climate of environmental awarenessamdlready established institutional structure
to deal with cross-sectoral issues. Somaly ChathefCambodian Ministry of Environmental
Conservation shared lessons learned in mainstrgaonialiversity into her country’s sectoral and
national policy. Ms. Chan described the challengesountered as an LDC incorporating the
conservation and sustainable use of biodivers#fgrring to the increasing value of land and the
competing values for land use and the need to etelgrdemonstrate the economic case for
conservation.

The presentations catalyzed a lively discussiorh witterventions from representatives of
Tanzania, Burundi, Suriname, Nepal, Guinea, Ghilkeaine, and Zambia, as well as from the



NGO BirdLife International and the private sectiomf Pfizer. The discussion centered around the
opportunities for mainstreaming biodiversity intwog@uctive sectors of the economy, the
challenges of coordinating the integration of biedsity into development planning, and the
related difficulties in moving from planning to imgmentation. Overall, the shared perspectives
reflected optimism for the full integration of biwdrsity-related priorities into national

development planning, but also a shared concerntbeecoordination of implementation across

sectors.

In partnership GEO
magazine’s annually organized “24 h biodiversityratlaons in Germany, action oriented
biodiversity inventories and thematically relatederets have been carried out in Colombia,
Brazil, China, Mali, Honduras, and at the UN Heaaltgrs in New York. This series of activities
are undertaken jointly with environmental authestiin Germany’s partner countries -
contributing to implement the CEPA programme of kv@ommunication, Education and Public
Awareness) under the CBD.

In 2007 Vietnam celebrated it's first internatior2dy of Biological Diversity focussing on the
current IBD theme - biodiversity and climate changetnam is considered to be one of the
worldwide most affected countries by climate chargféects: such as rising temperature,
changing rainfall patterns, elevation of the sealland extreme weather events. Both, population
and ecosystems are extremely vulnerable. Key tbgeof the Viethamese IBD was to raise
public awareness and to enhance the political dteof biodiversity and climate change as key
development issues for the country — in order itiiaile concrete steps for a better conservation of
biodiversity and for a more effective adaptatiortlimnate change.

The IBD events were by the Vietnamese Ministry dditiMal Resources and Environment
(MONRE), German Development Co-Operation, the Saded of the Convention on Biological

Diversity (SCBD), the World Wide Fund for Nature YW) and the International Nature
Conservation Union (IUCN),

Events and Instruments

Initially on May 19", a “biodiversity action day” took place in worlénowned Tam Dao
National Park, about 70 km from the capital Had. that occasion more than 700 Vietnamese
and international participants experienced the reatf the National Park — and were also
confronted with the threats to this unique mourdgagrainforest ecosystem caused by illegal use
and climate change. The visitors participated wagdety of activities: over 250 students were
doing CO-2 free bicycle tour from Hanoi to the Ma@l Park, VIPs planted trees to decrease
carbon emissions — others learnt more about ndtupeigh guided forest-tours or celebrated
biodiversity with art, games and music events enghrk.

The action day was complemented by a scientifigaim - the symposium on “Biodiversity and

climate change”, on the ¥vand 28 of May, 2007 in Hanoi. More than 200 decision nrake

from policy, management, media, science and reptatees of international developing

cooperation discussed consequences of climate ehdmgdiversity loss as well as possible
adaptation strategies in Vietnam. Both, action aag the high ranking symposium were largely
covered by national and also international media.



The film “A delicate balance” — Biodiversity & Climate ChanigeVietnam” (17’)was produced
by GTZ, SCBD and WWF to explain and highlight tlek&age between Climate Change and
Biodiversity as well as to report on the differerents on and around IBD in Vietnam.




#12) Launch of the UNEP-WCMC 2010 Biodiversity Indicators Partnership —
organized by UNEP-WCMC

The 2010 Biodiversity Indicators Partners{@010BIP) was launched during the second meeting
of the Working Group on the Review of Implementatiaf the Convention, on Thursday "2
July. The launch event marked the start of a thieze project, funded by the Global
Environment Facility (GEF) and others.

The 2010BIP, coordinated by UNEP-WCMC, has ovetyf@artners, including UN agencies,
IGOs, NGOs, scientific institutions, Multilaterahronmental Agreements, and representatives
of national governments. The Partnership will dimate the delivery and communication of a
suite of indicators measuring progress towards2bé&0 target”, agreed by the CBD and WSSD,
to significantly reduce the rate of biodiversityg$oby 2010. 2010BIP activities will include the
development and delivery of more than twenty biedsity indicators showing progress towards
the 2010 target at the global scale, communicaifdhe outputs of the Partnership to policy- and
decision-makers worldwide, and the developmentapiacity at the national and regional levels
to develop and use biodiversity indicators.

The launch event was chaired by Spencer Thomast (&otérenada), who also spoke on the
importance of the 2010BIP project with regard tdiovaal and regional-level indicators. The
event featured speeches by Monique Barbut (GEFf E&xiecutive Officer) and Ahmed Djoghlaf

(CBD Executive Secretary), and a presentation er2010BIP and its activities by Neville Ash
(UNEP-WCMC). The occasion was further marked bsigming ceremony in which Monique

Barbut endorsed GEF funds to assist with the suiomof countries’ fourth national reports.

The event was well-attended, by approximately 6gies. Many interesting points and
guestions were raised from the floor, a number bictv related to how countries can become
involved in the 2010BIP process. In addition sal¥@010BIP partners in attendance (including
Birdlife International, IUCN, and FAQ) spoke of theavolvement in the Partnership.
