Madagascar reported
 on national target: Implement the convention on genetic resources transfer

Progress:

- Research regulation implemented,

- Design preliminary draft of a law regulating the genetic resources transfers in progress.

National target: Given that Madagascar is a genetic resource provider country, the current legal framework provides a sharing system based on the use of the resources by user countries.

Progress: Agricultural research improved by international funders: FOFIFA joined ASARECA and its different thematic networks. This initiative which has been running for two to three years encouraged some sectors like seedy vegetables (ECABREN), cassava (EARRNET), and maize (ECAMAW), and enrichment of collection through plant material exchange. However, it’s noticed that in 2005 the number of research decreased when compared to ten years ago.
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
