Mauritius is party to the International Treaty on Plant Genetic Resources for Food and Agriculture (ITPGFRA)

A Material Transfer Agreement (MTA) for any biological material (native and exotic) has been approved by the State Law Office and is in place. MTA allows access to our native genetic resources for non commercial purposes. The MTA is in line CBD objectives and the International Treaty on Plant Genetic Resources for Food and Agriculture.  

Benefits sharing

MSIRI has got MTAs and MoUs with the institutions and entities with which it shares germplasm.  

PGR Unit is bound by the conditions of sharing by the CBD, SADC GRC and other (international) organisations with which it shares germplasm.
