 had several references to abs:

Focus 1: Community support – awareness, involvement and ownership. 
Objective 1.2 Ensure that the nation and, in particular, Fiji’s natural resource-owning communities receive fair, just and economic remuneration from the use of genetic material and products. 
Actions: 

· Develop and adopt guidelines or legislation for bioprospecting and economic use of genetic material and products which incorporate fair provision for traditional knowledge and ownership; 

· Encourage collaborative research and exploration for economic uses of genetic material and products; 

· Develop and adopt guidelines for all research activities which, amongst other requirements, ensure that the community owners have an understanding of and approve of the research; 

· Institute joint collaboration between the business community, government resource owners and researchers to establish economic values of the resources used by the business community.

Fiji reported
 abs measures:
· A requirement for researchers either individual or institutional to have MOUs with the government and share their findings.

· Permits issued to researchers wanting to take species overseas for further studies, which has a portion where findings will made available to Government if the need arises.

· Ministry of Primary industries involved in utilization of genetic resources.

· Not much has been done in this area in regards to access benefit sharing.
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
