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reported on finance (III.2.5).  The issue of biodiversity is not in the sectoral policy of the Ministry of Finance. However, the policy of this Department, biodiversity is taken into account in the general context of the environment. This is shown by the annual budgetary allocation to projects and programs related to the environment. Table 1 shows the evolution of budget allocations in the area of the environment over a period of four years. This table reflects the incentives taken by the Government at the location of projects or programs aimed at protecting the environment. It should be noted however that there is no budget attached directly to the implementation of the SNPA-DB.

Following the development of national strategies, little has been done to improve the financial, human scientific, technical and technological capabilities. Burundi has not had a funding mechanism for the implementation of the objectives of the CBD. Concerning the Cartagena Protocol, the financial and human capacities fail to operationalize the National Biosafety Framework. However, in the regional efforts, countries including Burundi cooperate in agriculture and capacity building activities particularly in the context of ASARECA.
Potential additional coverage
Burundi
 reported on integration of biodiversity in national strategies and programmes, including strategic framework for poverty reduction, National Action Plan for Climate Change Adaptation, National Action Plan for the Fight against Desertification (PAN-LCD); and integration of biodiversity into other sectors besides the environment, such as agriculture, education, mining, health, forest, finance, trade and industry. Spending on activities in these sectors is accounted for.
