reported that the budget of the Environment Directorate is 3 million FDJ per year and it is difficult to separate from biodiversity. This amount is allocated to the Environment Directorate and is not specific to biological diversity. It is used mostly to pay staff salaries.

2009 Reporting

Djibouti
 (2009)
reported that although the protection of the environment is considered a priority for government policy, the environment sector receives only a small share of the state budget and can only cover staff salaries. External financing are often short-lived and do not allow establishing a program evaluation and monitoring over a long period.
