2005 Reporting

Malawi
 reported that national budget allocations for forestry, fisheries, national parks, NHBG, Museums of Malawi have declined in recent years and are often just enough to cover salaries. 

National activities are supported through budgetary support to government departments dealing with natural resources such as Fisheries Department, Forestry Department, Environmental Affairs Department, National Parks and Wildlife Department, and National Herbarium and Botanic Gardens.
Financial support received so far has contributed to Malawi’s human and infrastructure capacity, development of strategies, plans and policies for the implementation of the Convention. This means that some progress has been made towards implementation of almost all goals of the Strategic Plan of the Convention, 2010 targets and the Millennium Development Goals. Funding however has not been adequate to successfully implement all decisions. Implementation also is affected by inadequate capacity to prepare and negotiate project proposals. Lack of capacity to follow up CBD decisions has affected Malawi’s ability to access funding opportunities.
2006 Planning

Malawi
 indicated that Malawi has limited resources and low capacity to adequately implement all actions identified in this strategy and as such these actions cannot all be implemented at once. Thus some should be implemented first, giving priority to those that address existing gaps and inadequacies in Malawi’s biodiversity management and those that would contribute more towards achieving national and global biodiversity goals and targets. This means that although Malawi has not prepared a framework for the implementation of the Global 2010 targets, actions that are perceived to contribute to the implementation of the Global 2010 targets were prioritised. These priority actions are not sufficient by themselves and for effective implementation, these will have to be accompanied and integrated into government programmes and initiatives. A total of 192 (one hundred ninety two) actions were identified for implementation over a period of fifteen years. Of these 23 were prioritized and grouped into the five areas.
2010 Reporting

Malawi
 reported on international and domestic funding dedicated to priority biodiversity activities. Regarding government funding (2.7.1), the NBSAP is a product of a consultative process involving a wide range of stakeholders especially those concerned with the conservation and sustainable use of biological resources. Implementation of the NBSAP therefore is the responsibility all government institutions involved in conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity. The Malawi Constitution requires that all government departments are funded through the national budget. In line with the Constitution therefore funds are provided through the national budget to sectors responsible for the conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity such as the Forestry Department, Department of Fisheries, Department of National Parks and Wildlife, Museums of Malawi, Ministry of Agriculture and Food Security, the NHBG and the University of Malawi and Mzuzu University. Although the funding is not specific for biodiversity conservation, government funding has enabled Malawi maintain a network of protected areas (which are the main sectors connected with biodiversity conservation). In this regards, it may be argued that the Malawi government is the primary source of funding for biodiversity conservation in Malawi.

The government through the Local Government Funds also provide support to various conservation activities especially those related to reforestation of degraded hills and river banks through the Public Works Programme.

The recent inclusion of Climate Change and environment as a priority area in the MGDS will facilitate resource allocation through the National Budget.

Malawi Environmental Endowment Trust (MEET) and Mulanje Mountain Conservation Trust (MMCT) provides a sustainable source of financing for management of PAs. Mulanje Mountain Endowment Fund continues to support implementation of the management plan for the Mulanje Mountain Forest Reserve. There is an opportunity to establish an endowment fund with support from the GEF for the management of the Nyika Transfrontier Conservation Area. PAs are a priority area for the government; hence they are not adequately funded through the national budget. Use the economic valuation developed by PEI to lobby government on the value of PAs in economic development and justify more Government funding for PAs.
Additional information
Malawi
 reported that mainstreaming refers to inclusion or integration of action related to biodiversity conservation and sustainable use into economic sectors whose core business is not biodiversity conservations such as agriculture, tourism, fisheries, forestry and mining. It also entails inclusions of biodiversity considerations into national policies and programmes. By integrating biodiversity considerations Malawi is fulfilling requirements of Article 6b which requires all parties to integrate as far as possible and appropriate the conservation and sustainable use of biological diversity into relevant sectoral and cross sectoral plans, programme and policies. The need to mainstream biodiversity considerations into sectoral and cross sectroral policies and programmes is a complex challenge for Malawi especially considering that the responsibility of managing and conserving biodiversity is fragmented along the departments and statutory corporations under the Ministry of Natural Resources, Energy and Environment; Ministry of Agriculture and Food Security; Ministry of Irrigation and Water, and Ministry of Lands, Housing and Urban Development; The National Herbarium and Botanic Gardens of Malawi; Universities of Malawi and Mzuzu.
