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The above resources mentioned in point e) have not been allocated as part of funding programs on an annual basis. These are resources provided by developed countries (under their obligations to developing countries under the Convention) through the Global Environment Fund.

Other resources were also allocated to countries through the financing of national regional or subregional who have sex with biodiversity. Despite this funding, contributions received are well below the financial resources to implement the national strategy for biodiversity.

The Government of Mali through the PTS has developed a guide for developing municipal environmental action plans. The STP has also supported some municipalities in developing their plans for municipal environmental action.

Also in the context of decentralization the National Agency for Investment Local Authorities subsidize environmental projects developed by the municipalities up to 90% of the total project cost
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
