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currently $ 1.00 U.S. dollar equivalent of $ 8.30 pesos.

3.4. Tax Appeals and Current Expense

The annual fiscal budget for the federal government in the conservation was 8 million pesos in 1996, this figure is comparatively small if we consider that adequate budgetary needs for a Protected Natural Area (PNA) amount to 13 million annually , so that the current budget is to spend 82 cents on each hectare protected in the country. Therefore, it becomes evident the attention of the most urgent conservation needs of a significant expansion of this amount.

In particular, the fiscal resources allocated to the ANP during the years of 1992-1994 were used primarily for diagnostic studies in various areas in order to meet the natural conditions and the disruption of each of them, you have to report respect is the following:
! In 1992, 5 studios hired at a cost of $ 250,000.00 pesos.
! Were 56 studies in 1993 at a cost of $ 2'627, 390.00 pesos.
! In 1994 they were 83 studies for $ 6'667, 000.00 pesos.

In 1995 there was an increase in fiscal resources for the operation of ANP are set aside since 3'492, 800.00 pesos annually. The amount for 1996 and 1997 increased to 11'700, 000.00 and 23'400, 000.00 pesos, respectively, through an additional allocation for various programs.

In the year 1992, the Mexican Fund for Conservation of Nature (FMCN), with the main objective to support and strengthen the capacity of Mexican NGOs by financing, medium and long term, for conservation of biodiversity and the pursuit of sustainable use alternatives. In 1994, FMCN received the support of $ 20 million dollars from the Agency for International Development United States and a commitment for $ 10 million dollars by the Mexican government. Interest earned on an investment plan is being used to fund projects. FMCN's goal for the coming years is to raise up to $ 100 million over five years. An important result, based on a study commissioned by CONANP and consultation to make a number of specialists in biodiversity issues, is the administrative restructuring of GEF funds to support the ANP through the approval to be responsible and FMCN promoted a donation directly operate through a grant Agreement between the World Bank INE FMCN. This restructuring required the creation of the Fund for Natural Protected Areas (FANP) within the FMCN to manage and directly reach the various amounts to ten ANP GEF. On 5 June this year signed an agreement to that effect from 1 January 1998, is the FMCN (through FANP) who operate the GEF funds and who, together with the INE, look for ways to both the principal and interests are held through financial mechanisms and look for productive ways to increase the number national and international donors.

For its part the National Commission for Knowledge and Use of Biodiversity, whose Technical Secretariat is in charge of SEMARNAP, has been called on the federal level as an institution in charge of monitoring and comply with the actions under the Convention on Biological Diversity. The aspects developed by CONABIO correspond to the development of the Country Study, the National Biodiversity Strategy and this report. Additionally CONABIO taking action to support priority projects which provide the data required by the Commission to perform its functions. These projects are funded by a Trust Fund for Biodiversity. The projects funded are in knowledge and use of biodiversity, generation and modeling of sustainable use and strengthening of human and physical infrastructure of the major academic and research institutions in the country. Result of the above, 282 projects have been supported in terms of knowledge, 43 for dissemination, use about 24 and 23 on various topics related to conservation and sustainable management of biodiversity. The amount allocated for project development this year is $ 16'000, 000.00 pesos.

On the other hand, in regard to foreign loans Mexico was aided by a grant from the Global Environmental Fund (GEF, for its acronym in English Global Environmental Facility) project to develop the Conservation of Biodiversity. With this donation has sought to strengthen the management capacity of INE in the conservation of Protected Natural Areas. With this donation resources managed by the Mexican Fund for Conservation of Nature, cover basic needs and management operating in 10 Areas Protected by the federation, in order to ensure that they are self-financing to ensure the protection, conservation and sustainable development through the promotion of regional development projects.

Additionally, Mexico signed the Loan Agreement with the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development for the Northern Border Environmental Program June 10, 1994, which is contemplated under the Biodiversity and ecological areas Subcomponent the operation and administration of four protected areas in the northern border of the country studies for the establishment of new areas, studies of species with protected status and training of personnel. The amount allocated to the sub is 12 million dollars, 50% of which come from the credit and 50% are public resources. The funds were authorized in 1996 in the amount of $ 5,564,105.00 dollars to establish the government in four protected natural areas, provide them with infrastructure, equipment and basic materials for protective activities of these areas, and conducting workshops and training courses.

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2.4 National and international funds devoted to priority activities

The budget for the conservation and sustainable management of ecosystems and biodiversity has historically been and remains precarious situation that reflects the priority that the Mexican government has given the knowledge, conservation and management of natural capital of Mexico . It could be argued that there are very few areas of public administration in less than three decades have been the number of fundamental and far-reaching goals achieved in the environmental area.

In addition to items already listed in previous pages concerning financial resources of various programs and industry bodies, the budget for protected areas increased by 300 percent in seven years, tripling the operational capacity for administration and management.

In 2003, he created the Mexican Forest Fund; instrument to promote conservation, increase, sustainable use and restoration of forest resources and associated ecosystems by facilitating access to financial services in the market, promote projects that contribute to the integration and competitiveness of developing the production chain and payment mechanisms for ecosystem services.

In regard to the domestic private contributions, the Mexican Fund for Conservation of Nature, AC (http://www.fmcn.org/) supported in the period 1997-2007, with a total of 453.47 million pesos, more than 400 projects for the conservation priority sites. For its part, the Gonzalo Rio Foundation Arronte, IAP (http://www.fgra.org.mx/) allocated between 2000 and 2007, 364 million dollars to 35 projects aimed at environmental protection and restoration of watersheds, streams and water bodies important.

As for international contributions, the Global Environment Facility (GEF) since its creation in 1991 and until 2006 supported a total of 32 projects in Mexico for a total of U.S. $ 317.2 million, managed by the Programme United Nations Development Programme and the World Bank.

Funding for conservation has been increasing in recent years, supported by the existence of a greater number of entities with responsibilities for environment in the diversification of financing mechanisms for conservation, in the interest of expanded various sectors of society, reflected in higher investment and especially on increasing social participation in higher technical capacity of organizations dedicated to conservation and, finally, the recognition by the business sector of the importance of ecosystems and biodiversity for the country's economic viability (CONABIO 2006).

Goal 11.1. Financial resources are transferred to new and additional Parties that are developing countries, to enable effective implementation of its commitments under the Convention in accordance with Article 20

The budget for the conservation and sustainable management of ecosystems and biodiversity has been poor, although few are the areas of public administration in three decades has been the number of momentous changes and goals achieved by the Environmental Sector.

However, funding for conservation has been increasing in recent years, supported by a larger number of entities with responsibilities for environment in the diversification of financing mechanisms for conservation, greater interest in sectors reflected in more social investment, particularly in the broad social participation in higher technical capacity of organizations dedicated to conservation and, finally, the recognition by the business sector of the importance of ecosystems and biodiversity to economic viability the country
As part of Global Capacity Initiative, with funding from the Global Environment Facility (GEF), SEMARNAT, in coordination with UNDP, carried out between 2005 and 2006 a self-assessment of national capacities for meet the commitments of the CBD, UNFCCC and UNCCD.

It was observed that the powers granted to federal administrative authorities have increased dramatically in recent years, although such growth has been accompanied by human resources, financial and related materials. This keeps the federal environmental authorities at a disadvantage to other authorities responsible for the productive sectors and in particular, against the federal economic and financial practically not incorporated into their decision making the environment variable.

Since the constitutional reform of 2001, the General Law on Sustainable Forestry Development, the General Wildlife Law, the Law of Sustainable Rural Development, the Law on Biosafety of Genetically Modified Organisms and the General Law of Ecological Balance and Environmental Protection environment have been specifically modified to include rules for fair treatment of indigenous peoples. It is now necessary to develop mechanisms and procedures to implement them.
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
