Participate in the development of a Financial Sustainability Plan SINAP to have a comprehensive plan that has a national study of financial needs and options relating to the financing of SINAP. Based on the results of the Plan, promote and participate in the implementation of the strategies that emerge from it, as well as the development of sustainable financing plans that support the system of protected areas, including identification of sources of cooperation, participation mechanisms , regulatory measures, legislative and institutional measures. This is to be accomplished within the framework of development and the process of developing strategies of the Financial Sustainability Plan SINAP. The financial sustainability strategy was a big job with the support of TNC, and has been working to implement the activities outlined in the strategy, technical counterparts, liaison, facilitator for the analysis of several, attend meetings, workshops, ensuring representation ANAM in the process.

For Nature, the topic is of interest identified but not yet well developed. However, in addition NATURA constantly evaluate and implement procedures to expedite the process of funding, has supported at least two protected areas through seed capital contributions to interest groups of two protected areas (PNSarigua and MNCerro The Gaital). Additionally, through an agreement signed between CEASPA, ANAM and NATURA given what we have called San Lorenzo Fund, established with funds from the sale of books managed by CEASPA. These resources will be directed solely at environmental education activities in the PNSAN Lorenzo. It is programmed to incorporate other resources from the services provided by Lorenzo PNSAN stakeholders. A draft agreement was prepared similar to that described in conjunction with the ANAM to be applied to generate the resources that sell products FIDECO funded, this process was delayed, but retake express interest and make certain other funds exclusively for the needs protected areas. Importantly, not quantified the contribution provided by interest groups that develop projects inside or outside the AP and encourage the community to support them. This contribution represents non-contracted staff and resources that the institution does not have that to date we have not quantified.

Another important aspect is the development of pilot projects of potential sources of sustainable funding for natural resource management, by funding activities that strengthen the institutional capacity of the ANAM to design, develop and implement a program of assessment and payment environmental services, studies to quantify the demand and supply of environmental services pilot projects in specific areas, the design of specific contracts between buyers and suppliers of services, and provision of technical assistance by NGOs and specialized personnel and owners who want to change their land use within PAs and Buffer Zones.

It is also important to have: a System of Assessment and Payments for Environmental Services on two key sites and a plan to help replicate these experiences in other areas of the country, establish environmental business strategies: Ecotourism; AP Support Services - Waste, fortifications of rangers, support for research, production (animal breeding - anti-venom and nurseries - bamboo raw material, forestry, protection of riparian forests), water production, Pyramids / water towers; Production of Biomass - alternative energy, have plans Business of Protected Areas with long-term financial strategies.
