Financial Resources (Article 20)

The funds available for the conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity are usually channeled through three sources: the Government of Peru, International Technical and Financial Cooperation and a special combination of both through a Trust Fund.

Foreign debt swaps for conservation and sustainable development are a special modality to finance projects in support of communities, to protect the environment and alleviate extreme poverty Central Government funds are channeled to the budgets of each Ministry via the Public Treasury and the own income of certain institutions.

It is quite difficult to determine with precision how much of the budget of a given office, management area or institution has been applied or has been allocated for biodiversity activities. Most institutions are reluctant to deliver information concerning their budgets or expenses.

No less than 8 institutions and 5 offices of the eight Ministries (See Table 17) use part or all of their budgets in activities regarding conservation and the sustainable use of biodiversity.

In 1997, nine of the main organizations invested approximately US$15,640,100. in Biodiversity activities. The greater share of this figure comes from its Public Treasury and Own Funds Budgets and 12% comes from non-refundable loans (See Table 18). IMARPE and INRENA are the institutions that have a larger budget. These figures do not include the budgets of the Direcciones Generales of the Ministry of Fisheries nor of SINITA, information that was not available at the time this report was prepared.

Mention should be made of the fact that the 1996 budgetary information of most of the institutions has not been available, and even less so the data from previous years; annual information on this item would enable us to identify trends as concerns the budgetary priorities per institution or sector.

Should the percentages of all the 1997 budgets (public treasury, donations and own income – MEF 1996) be compared, seven of the main institutions carry out activities related to biodiversity (Table 19), while one organization (IMARPE) allocates almost all of its budget to biodiversity; a second entity, (INRENA), devotes over 50% and another three entities, barely 10%.

No institution reported having applied income from non-reimbursable loans to biodiversity.

Our government gives high priority to the implementation of this article, given that compliance with the Convention's objectives are achieved to the extent that the Parties comply with their obligations. However, there are restrictions on the allocation of resources to meet commitments under the CBD to bind to address priorities such as economic and social development and poverty eradication, as stated in article 20 of the Convention.

It has received support from bilateral sources for biodiversity projects, such as the Biodiversity Project of the Amazon - BIODAMAZ, funded by the Government of Finland. Mostly their support financial institutions to achieve the objectives of the Convention is presented in the reports received by the country for cooperation, regardless of the information provided by the National Secretariat of the CBD in their reports.

a) Budgetary allocations of national and local governments as well as the various ministries

In Peru, the budget execution of government agencies is less than other sectors, universities, NGOs and multilateral agencies. Contribution of $ 52 million. The rate of counterpart for multilateral grants in Peru is 0.78 per dollar.

Between 1990 and 1997, Peru had a budget execution in this issue of 79 million dollars, while between 1999 and 2004 was $ 291 million. All this financial information is proposed for the period 1999-2004.

3.9.2. Oriented research and development with national funding

As part of the Science and Technology has developed a number of research projects and scientific and technological innovation (relating to biological diversity, with support from international and domestic funding. Among those we mention the progress made on the subject of camels in this area work has been oriented to the study of genetic variability of vicuñas as a tool for conservation of the species in Peru, has worked in the generation of breeding alpacas cores based on high-productivity assisted selection genetic markers, development of protocols for in vitro fertilization and gamete cryopreservation as a tool to help the breeding of alpacas, and improving the accuracy of genetic selection of fiber diameter using genetic parentage alpaca.

Have also funded projects related to the knowledge of native diversity, which has studied the generation of improved strains of cotton cultivation in the jungle of Peru, strategies for maintenance of plant germplasm in the dry forest of northern Peru, knowledge taxonomic, genetic and biological forest species also has been performed chemical characterization of fatty acids and other compounds in Amazonian seed ecotypes (Sacha Inchi), has been characterized native Amazonian agro market potential, has worked in characterization of the potato genome among others.

In addition, there have been several state-funded projects, which are focused on the generation of original knowledge, scientific and / or technology, improve competitiveness, productivity and profitability through research and development, and as technology extension projects for making the research results or traditional knowledge to benefit the country. Among them we mention the projects aimed at promoting sustainable use of natural resources (aquatic, plants, etc.), strengthening the production chains of various crops as alternatives to local development, and biotechnological development (innovation in the production of bio-insecticides, Innovation process 101 executing agency for the National Agricultural Research Institute. 102 Executing Agency National Agricultural Research Institute. 103 Funded by the National Council of Science and Technology onal development of natural product extracts, cloning and in vitro preservation of native species etc.).
PA System of Peru has a financial plan, approved by Presidential Resolution No. 123-2009-SERNANP. 

The National Service of Protected Natural Areas by the State (SERNANP) has managed through its Office of Planning and Budget, the budget increase for 2010 a budget of S / 32.317 million for regular resources. 

Since 1995, the SINANPE has financial support from PRO FONANPE, a private non-profit organization created to provide stable funding and long-term conservation, protection and management of protected areas of Peru and their areas of damping. 

The Department of Natural Protected Areas (SERNANP) has promoted and supported research on valuation of natural areas. 

The creation of the Ministry of Environment by Legislative Decree No. 1013 incorporated into the Strategic Deputy Minister of Natural Resources General Directorate of Evaluation, Assessment and Natural Heritage Funding. 

Management contracts signed to date have helped to diversify income sources of ANP, capturing implementers resources in percentages ranging from 34 to 100% of the budget necessary for implementation. 

Management Agreements contribute to the financial sustainability of the ANP as it aims to sign those interested in presenting specific projects and ensure a similar counterpart to 50% of the total cost of the proposed project to establish it.
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
