Egypt’s planning document
 proposed six programmes at the estimated costs of US$184.5 million, and considered supporting programmes for mobilizing financial resources from national and international sources to support projects of biodiversity conservation. Some principal goals are relevant: Mobilize national capacities and resources to conserve biodiversity with its ecological, taxonomical and genetic elements; to ensure the sustainability and rational use of these elements; Establishment of legal instruments and economic and social incentives that support conservation and sustainable use of natural resources; National actions should complement regional and international actions in the fields of biodiversity conservation, exchange equitably available scientific and technological knowledge related to conservation of biodiversity resources including genetic resources.
