India’s national biodiverstiy strategy
 stated that projects will be formulated and implemented to secure full utilization of available infrastructure and funds with augmentation and further inputs and funds wherever the need is established, and sources of domestic and external funding will be explored and availed of.

India’s biodiversity action plan
 developed a range of activities around 11 themes, and indicated that no separate scheme or allocation for implementation of NBAP is envisaged. Since many of the activities envisioned in the NBAP are ongoing, these would be taken up and mainstreamed under the ambit of existing schemes and programmes by the Central and State governments, public and private sector as well as civil society organizations, securing full utilization of available infrastructure and funds, with marginal to substantial augmentation and further inputs, wherever required. In addition, sources of external funding would also be explored and availed of, in accordance with the extant policies and regulations.
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
