Senegal’s national biodiverstiy strategy and action plan
 presented a brief section on financing. In the short to medium term, financing and implementation of the Strategy and National Plan would be provided by the State and the National Environment Foundation, as well as by the Global Environment Facility (GEF) and external partners as part of bilateral and multilateral cooperation. The long-term funding could be provided mainly by revenues arising from financial arrangements with private or public bodies (including pharmaceutical companies) interested in exploiting non-destructively (search for new molecules) the potential of biodiversity in Senegal.

Its action plan contained 20 projects, seeking a total of US$ 5.02 million.

The criteria used for prioritization were:

· Ecosystems that have the greatest diversity of species;

· Ecosystems which include endangered species, species protected by an international convention, endangered and rare species;

· The unique ecosystems;

· Ecosystems that harbor endemic species;

· Ecosystems that play key ecological functions;

· The ecosystems with species of high economic value;

· Ecosystems that are home to wild animals and plants that are related to domestic species;

· Conservation of important areas for migratory species;

· Areas large enough to maintain viable populations for conservation of animals and higher plants.
