Slovenia’s planning document
 indicated that in Slovenia the relevant legislative mechanisms have already been established by the acts and laws but the regulatory framework has not been determined in detail. It should be taken into account that these mechanisms are effective if they are supplemented by the relevant economic mechanisms which contribute to the conservation of biodiversity. These mechanisms are included in the National Environmental Action Programme. If the specific requirements of biodiversity are taken into account, they can contribute to its conservation. According to the foreign experience, in order to set up and enforce the economic mechanisms (including public financing) it is necessary to establish market, introduce clear ownership relations and define the nature conservation interests with regard to the national/municipal property and private property.

The most important incentives for the conservation of biodiversity are public financing and tax reliefs for services that conserve biodiversity, in particular, if support to adverse incentives is lessened. Economic mechanisms must be formulated in such a way that the reallocation of general government expenditure is provided in compliance with the already mentioned principles, and that the market mechanisms concerning the sustainable management of natural resources in parks and protected areas are enforced via concessions for their use (water, gravel, forests).
OBJECTIVES

· To enforce biodiversity conservation measures provided for in the Nature Conservation Act.

· To enforce measures for the conservation of biodiversity and sustainable use of its components provided for in the National Environmental Action Plan.
