 reported that traditional small-scale farming was the main structure of farming communities for centuries and this has caused a tremendous accumulation of indigenous knowledge in farming practices and food production. Therefore, natural farming used to be a widespread practice not more than half a century ago and is still appreciated to some extent by the farmers. There are considerable land area under organic management but only a few registered organic farms. Although the traditional systems of food production are almost organic both in technical and social terms, but they are in operation in small scale farming or in remote areas. Production of some crops such as date, saffron, pistachio and pomegranate is generally considered organic.
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
