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2.11. Promotion of certification systems for sustainable forest management to encourage the support of forest owners.
Two systems of certification of sustainable forest management are recognized in Luxembourg ie FSC (Forest Stewardship Council) and PEFC (Programme for the Endorsement of Forest Certification Schemes). The PNPN expected that more than 50% of Luxembourg forests have to be certified by 2011, whereas now about 40% of forest area is certified.
Forests cover in Luxembourg an area of - about 90,000 ha, of which 18,000 hectares are currently certified FSC and PEFC 26,500 ha. The forests of the state, representing about 10,000 ha, benefiting from double certification, the total forest area certified in Luxembourg amounts to about 34,500 ha (+ / - 40% of forest area).
At the current rate of adherence to different certification schemes, and provided that the commitments of current certification to be renewed, the objective of the certification of 50% of forest area by 2011 will be achieved.
