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The Luxembourg Development Cooperation is firmly committed to the service of poverty eradication, especially in least developed countries. His actions are conceived in the spirit of sustainable development included in its social, economic and environmental - with the man, woman and child in the center.

These actions are primarily in the implementation - by 2015 - the Millennium Development Goals. Thus, the main areas of focus of the cooperation within the social sector: health, education, including training and professional integration and integrated local development. Relevant initiatives in the field of microfinance are encouraged and supported, both at the conceptual level or operational level.

From a geographical point of view, Luxembourg cooperation continues, for the sake of efficiency and impact, a policy of targeted intervention in a limited number of partner countries. Six of the ten partner countries of the Luxembourg Development Cooperation whose choice is overwhelmingly driven by the composite index on the UNDP human development, are in sub-Saharan Africa. Cooperation with these countries is characterized by a strong sense of partnership with local authorities and communities. This spirit of partnership, by a concern to the ownership of programs and projects by the beneficiaries, presides over the development of multi-annual cooperation, PIC (indicative co-operation programs). The geographic concentration of the Luxembourg Development Cooperation takes into account the human development index of UNDP and considerations of the regional approach and to situations of fragility.
In terms of official development assistance (ODA), Cooperation Luxembourg has since 2000 in the group of five countries that spend more than 0.7 percent of their gross national income to development cooperation. In 2008, ODA amounted to some 287.6 million euros representing more than 0.95 percent of GNI. ODA is implemented by the instruments of bilateral cooperation, multilateral cooperation, support programs and cooperation with development NGOs.
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
