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Action Line 4.1.: Promoting Public-Private Partnerships for the Conservation and Sustainable Use of Biological Diversity

a) Background and Rationale:

In recent years, public-private partnership has proven to be an effective tool to promote biodiversity conservation and sustainable use of natural resources, allowing a proactive and participatory institutional arrangements to agree and implement work programs and aimed at ensuring the sustainability of areas of high biological value and where the development of sustainable productive activities plays a major role in conservation. Also, public-private cooperation has helped strengthen and focus the State's functions and resources available for conservation of biological diversity.

Given the advantages presented by schemes and public-private partnerships that have demonstrated effectiveness in pilot cases in the country, this course of action for the dissemination and promotion as a way of working that can advance the effective protection of priority sites for conservation of biological diversity. Its practical application is addressed by the line of action on participatory management and non-formal education.

An example of a mechanism for promoting the protection and restoration of biodiversity is the Clean Development Mechanism of the Kyoto Protocol (CDM), which promotes among others, the restoration of degraded lands through carbon sinks projects, which in the short term of this Plan can be used in afforestation and reforestation with native species in the medium and long term could encompass the conservation of native biomass.

b) Expected Results of Short-term (to 2006): To date, it is expected that experiences in public-private partnership has been documented and systematized for mass distribution as a roadmap for the effective protection of biodiversity and its use sustainably. This involves developing documentation and its dissemination in national and regional meetings is conducted to promote the conservation of biological diversity. Also, the process of documentation and systematization proposed to define the most appropriate management arrangements and their operationalization in terms of specific and detailed tools, which give the basis for the formulation of technical guidelines for implementation widely known under different institutional and legal arrangements. There will be a guide for the deployment of public-private cooperation. They have identified and initiated at least one case per region to act as an exercise model. They maintain an updated information system and state of the surface under private conservation areas and on public-private protection.

c) Expected Results of Medium Term (to 2010): To date, the schemes of public-private cooperation for the conservation and sustainable use of biological diversity will be widely known and used by relevant actors. Public services promote and actively participate in the implementation of these schemes work. There will be official technical guidelines for such purposes, which will be accessible to all stakeholders. Also, there will be instances of technical assistance under specific work programs and agreed with stakeholders promoters of such schemes locally by the Regional Offices and the Executive Director of CONAMA.

d) Expected Results of Long-Term (to 2015): By 2015, it is expected that public-private cooperation has become a widely used scheme for the conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity. To this end, there will be institutional arrangements and procedures for administering a systematization tested and for use under various contexts and local facts.

Minimum target:

· > 80% of the business sectors relevant to conservation of biological diversity with knowledge of the benefits of public-private cooperation on the basis of the systematization of experiences.

·  50% of priority sites officially established mechanisms for public-private partnerships in place for participatory management.

Verification:

· Annual reports of formalization and implementation of medium priority sites.

· technical guidelines on specific institutional arrangements.
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
