 (2001) reported on private reserves. Big Game Parks is a privately owned body which manages three reserves in the country (Mlilwane & Mkhaya Game Reserves, and Hlane Royal National Park, which is held in trust for the Nation by the King). Big Game Parks, thus, contributes to the management of the country’s biodiversity. A few other title deed land (TDL) owners have turned to ecotourism (see section 4.4) as a business venture. Private reserves and game ranches, however, cover only a small area of Swaziland, and thus their contribution to the conservation and management of Swaziland’s biodiversity is still limited (mainly to larger mammals). However, the area of land dedicated to ecotourism and game farming (and other conservation-oriented activities) is steadily increasing with the result that these TDL areas may play an important role in the future.
