An economic valuation has not been undertaken and is suggested as a follow-up activity to this strategy. It will enable some dollar values to be put on biodiversity conservation, measuring both the direct values from using natural resources such as fishing and indirect values such as the role forests play in maintaining water quality and climate.

There is a range of methods that can be used to measure values of biodiversity. Cost benefit analysis counts all the costs and benefits, tangible and intangible, whether readily quantifiable or difficult to measure, that will accrue to all members of society if a particular project is adopted. Preventative expenditure approaches examine the up-front payments paid in order to prevent environmental degradation.
