
Guidelines and template for the review of the draft monitoring framework for the post-2020 global biodiversity framework
I. Background
1. The second meeting of the Open-ended Working Group
 on the Post-2020 Global Biodiversity Framework invited the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice at its twenty-fourth meeting to, among other things, carry out a scientific and technical review of the updated goals and targets, and related indicators and baselines, of the draft global biodiversity framework. Under agenda item 3 the Subsidiary Body will consider this issue. 

2. Tables 1 and 2, presents a draft monitoring framework for the 2050 Goals and the 2030 targets respectively. These tables are being made available for the purposes of peer review. In both tables’ interim formulations of the proposed 2050 goals and milestones and the 2030 targets are provided for context. Review comments are not being sought on these parts of the post-2020 global biodiversity framework at this time. Column A of the tables provides draft components of the goals and targets. Columns B and C of the tables provide draft monitoring elements and indicators to be used at the global level to monitor progress in the implementation of the post-2020 global biodiversity framework. Further column D provides information on the period baseline data is available for the indicator and on the frequency that the indicator is updated where known. Review comments are being sought on columns A, B, C and D only.

c. Please avoid commenting on issues related to grammar, spelling, or punctuation, unless it affects the overall meaning of the text, as the document will be edited as the final draft is prepared. 

d. To facilitate the revision process please be as specific as possible in your comments. In areas where you feel additional or alternative text or information is required, please suggest, if possible, what this text may look like or what should be included.

e. If you refer to additional sources of information, please include these with your comments when possible or provide a complete reference or hyperlink.  

f. Please focus your comments on columns A (monitoring elements), B (indicators) and C (Indicator baseline year and frequency of updates) of the tables 1 and 2. 
g. If you are suggestion the inclusion of additional indicators please provide information on if the indicator is currently operational, the organization supporting its development, its baseline (i.e. the year data is first available) and how frequently the indicator is updated (i.e. monthly, yearly, every two years etc.). 
h. All review comments will be posted on the webpage
 for the post-2020 global biodiversity framework in the interests of transparency

	The National Geographic Institute (IGN acronyms in spanish) collaborated by providing high resolution digital frames (between 20 and 40 cm) of the relevant photogrammetrically areas. From the processing of these stories it is possible to obtaine by-products such as digital transformation models (DEM acronyms in spanish) and photogrammetric mosaics, which can be used as a base input to carry out different types of studies in the areas of interest. MDEs are very useful for obtaining slope models and determining flood zones, and photogrammetric mosaics, through correct interpretation, detecting the work area with a high level of detail.

Native species:
• List of Vertebrate Species of Special Value (EVVE) corresponding to the National Parks of the Central region and North Patagonia (updated) and sanction of the Rapid Action Protocol for Vertebrate Species of Special Value.
• Strategic Plan for the Conservation of the Yaguareté Natural Monument (Panthera onca) in the Argentine Yungas and the National Conservation Plan of the Yaguareté Natural Monument (Approval). Carrying out monitoring, environmental education and actions aimed at reducing the conflict of the species with livestock producers due to predation events in the argentine northwest (NOA) National Parks.

National Metereological Service

A central part of the fight against desertification is monitoring the soil and the meteorological variables of interest - both remotely and with local stations - as well as the production of short-term and seasonal forecasts. The National Metereological Service (SMN) has unique information on these aspects that are used today in various projects in conjunction with various national organizations.

	The presentation of the National Inventory of Glaciers of the Argentine Republic (Law 26,639): www.glaciaresargentinos.gob.ar carried out by Argentine Institute of Nivology, Glaciology and Environmental Sciences (IANIGLA), National Council of Scientific and Technical Research of Argentina (CONICET) and Ministry of Environment and Sustainable Development (MAYDS) aimed at the dissemination of information regarding the ability to identify and characterize glaciers and periglacial geoforms that act as water reserves, as well as their function for indicators of climate change. The inventory is an essential tool for the protection of the solid state water resources of the Argentine Republic. Of the total of 16,986 described glaciers, 16,078 are found in the Andes Mountains.

	In 2019 the World Meteorological Organization (WMO) joined the Mountain Membership. At this summit, the National Meteorological Service (SMN) endorsed the presentation of the Strategic Plan of Mendoza and through the efforts within the Committee, the possibility that the referent of the province of Mendoza could attend the Climate Summit was specified. At this meeting, the Committee functioned as a platform for dissemination and visibility of the Program. So there was also a call to action in the face of the rapid melting of the earth's frozen peaks and the consequences on food, water and human security, as well as consequences on the environment and economies. This action will be carried out in disaster risk reduction and adaptation to climate change in both mountain and downstream areas.

Added value of honey. Family Agriculture Secretary.

The Secretary of Family Agriculture and the National Institute of Agricultural Technology carry out the Honey Added Value Project. The added value to the hive products is a fundamental tool to guarantee the profitability of the beekeeping activity. In this way, the Association of Beekeepers of the Traslasierra Valley - Córdoba, is today developing a process of added value to the honey that is produced in the native forest of the west of the province of Córdoba, through its typification, fractionation and commercialization.

In the last 10 years, the number of local fixed family beekeepers has been gradually increasing. In this context, during 2014, through periodic meetings, the constitution of the Traslasierra Valley Beekeepers Association was created with the aim of promoting and strengthening the beekeeping activity to improve the quality of life of the Traslasierra Valley beekeepers.

	Lessons learned and systematization process

Promotion and monitoring of Mountain Schools  from Luján de Cuyo – Mendoza. It was a pedagogical and didactic proposal in relation to the TeleFood projects that ended in 2015. Work was carried out on the construction of tall greenhouses as an educational and participatory process. We worked with teacher training. The purpose of these projects was educational but also economic: with the commercialization of these products new tools could be obtained. 

The process of systematization of the experience continues and will continue during the present year 2020 in terms of the transfer of capacities, the creation of a revolving fund and the promotion of the activity from the Municipality of Luján de Cuyo as a proposal for disclosure and successful management, based on sharing with other mountain sites.

	The Direction of Environmental Affairs recalls to all CBD parties the CBD Mountain Programme. As the instruments for a Post 2020 global framework are being designed, the CBD Mountain Programme should be reintroduced and implemented in a programmatic way through the Post 2020 Global Framework.  The goals and actions of the CBD Mountain Programme appear highly relevant for the Post 2020 Monitoring Framework.
Element 1 of the Mountain Programme: Direct Actions for Conservation, Sustainable Use and Benefit-sharing
Direction of Environmental Affairs recommends to the CBD Parties to take into account the Mountain Programme, its main components, goals, and actions, in order to promote the development of adequate indicators related to Element 1, and to accept new indicators that might be currently developed as monitoring elements of the Post 2020 Global Biodiversity Framework. 

Direction of Environmental Affairs recommends to reintroduce the specific actions of Element 2 and 3 that relate to indicators, and to include these indicators systematically in the implementation documents of the post 2020 global framework.

Regarding Element 2 - Means of implementation for conservation, sustainable use and benefit-sharing, we recommend to the action:
 “ 2.1.5. Develop performance indicators and report on the integration of conservation and sustainable use of mountain biological diversity into institutional programmes, including sectoral policies, legal and economic frameworks.”

Regarding Element 3 of the CBD mountain Programme-Supporting Actions for conservation, sustainable use and benefit sharing that contains concrete proposals relevant for the indicators and Post 2020 monitoring framework as we find, under Goal 3.2 and 3.3. (to improve knowledge on and methods for the assessment and monitoring of the status and trends of mountain biological diversity, based on available information), we recommend the following actions – all taken from the CBD Programme of Work on Mountains: 
3.2.1. Develop key abiotic, biotic and socio-economic indicators of status and change of mountain ecosystems.

3.2.2. Develop and select international, regional and national criteria and, where appropriate, quantifiable indicators for mountain biological diversity, taking into account the work of the Convention on monitoring and indicators and the knowledge held by indigenous and local communities, together with other experience of sustainable mountain management.

3.2.3. Develop methodologies for assigning value to the ecological services provided by land management systems in order to develop economic-incentive mechanisms for compensating the poor and vulnerable mountain communities.

3.2.4. Assess and address the changing status of both local and long-range pollution and global climate change issues with special relevance to mountain ecosystems.

3.2.5. Assess and address fragmentation and impacts on biodiversity, by changing land-use management practices, e.g., land abandonment, mining.”
3.2.6. Assess and address the positive and the negative impacts of tourism and outdoor activities in mountain ecosystems.

3.2.7. Assess and address natural dynamic processes in mountain ecosystems and the need to preserve areas for natural dynamic processes.

3.2.8. Develop monitoring systems based on key national and subnational indicators of changes in mountain ecosystem structure and function taking into account existing monitoring expert knowledge and systems as well as relevant work and processes on indicators.

Goal 3.3. To improve the infrastructure for data and information management for accurate assessment and monitoring of mountain biological diversity and develop associated databases

Actions

3.3.1. Enhance and improve the technical capacity at a national level to monitor mountain biological diversity, benefiting from the opportunities offered by the clearing-house mechanism of the Convention on Biological Diversity, including the development of associated databases as required at the global scale to facilitate exchange.

3.3.2. Promote open access as Parties consider appropriate, to existing information on biodiversity and related databases and sharing through the clearing-house mechanism of the Convention on Biological Diversity and other appropriate means.

3.3.3. Encourage mapping and inventory of biodiversity and of land-use changes, using analogue and digital databases (remote-sensing, geographic information system) for scientific purposes and for supporting decision-making.

It is also paramount that the existing and available indicators, such as the Mountain Green Cover Index appear clearly in the document Monitoring framework for the post-2020 Biodiversity framework.

	Option 1.- We propose a new row (currently 140) that should read “trends in contribution to human health and well-being from Mountain Ecosystems”. Mountains do represent about 25% of the tourist destinations but are also increasingly recommended as destination by health practitioners (for allergies, quality of air, exercise, mental conditions). Mountains also host a large number of sacred/religious locations (pilgrimages, temples, sacred mountains, sacred volcanos, etc.) Covid-19 crisis has increased this trend of seeing mountains as healthy destinations and it is likely that these roles and functions will increase.
