CBD: Decision on unintentional transboundary movements and emergency measures (Article 17)

a) Information on actual cases of unintentional transboundary movement and case studies related to their existing mechanisms for emergency measures in case of unintentional transboundary movements of living modified organisms that are likely to have significant adverse effects on the conservation and sustainable use of biological diversity, taking also into account risks to human health, including information on existing rapid alert mechanisms and monitoring systems;
· We have no  cases of unintentional transboundary movement  

·  We have biosafety officers stationed at our ports of entry that check on documentation, inspect consignments and collect samples for re-testing.

· Our rapid alert mechanism includes a team of post-shipment officers with rapid test kits that are used to test for LMOs. Samples may also be referred to the molecular laboratory for further analysis.
