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	We appreciate the opportunity to comment on the draft outline for a gender plan of action post-2020. This is evidence of laudable efforts by the Convention to “mainstream” gender issues throughout the U.N. system. We note that a similar approach, requiring governments to report on biodiversity conservation in the same way that they report on sustainable development or gender issues, could be adopted by Parties seeking ways to ensure that biodiversity conservation might more effectively be mainstreamed in governmental decision-making.

	Under the Action Area: “Ensure equitable benefits for women and girls (advancing gender-responsive implementation),” we recommend the inclusion of an additional objective: “Increase visibility of the contributions of women to biodiversity conservation and local livelihoods, including food security and family care activities.”
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	Under the Implementation Support Mechanism: “Partnerships and Collaboration,” make the following amendment: “Representative women´s groups, leaders and national women and gender institutions, and marginalized and vulnerable groups, are supported to establish legitimate bottom up consultation processes to develop, revise and implement are effectively participating in developing, revising and implementing national biodiversity strategies and action plans, and associated strategies and activities.
