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	General Comments

	The provision of monthly updates may not be feasible for small island states whose activities, relative to any indicator, are unlikely to change so frequently. Further, the resources required to provide such timely updates may not be or become available. Annual updates may be more appropriate.

	

	The framework provides valuable indicators which, when it reaches the national level, will require close collaboration with the agencies responsible for data collection. The indicators can be particularly relevant for national reporting on the state of the environment. 

	

	It should be noted that with Trinidad and Tobago being a Small Island Developing State, the selection process for priority indicators at a national level will require extensive consultations, as done in the past. 
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	Providing updates on a ‘monthly’ basis is not feasible for small island states. Annual updates for small island states may be more feasible.
