
Guidelines and template for the review of the draft monitoring framework for the post-2020 global biodiversity framework
I. Background
1. The second meeting of the Open-ended Working Group
 on the Post-2020 Global Biodiversity Framework invited the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice at its twenty-fourth meeting to, among other things, carry out a scientific and technical review of the updated goals and targets, and related indicators and baselines, of the draft global biodiversity framework. Under agenda item 3 the Subsidiary Body will consider this issue. 

2. Tables 1 and 2, presents a draft monitoring framework for the 2050 Goals and the 2030 targets respectively. These tables are being made available for the purposes of peer review. In both tables’ interim formulations of the proposed 2050 goals and milestones and the 2030 targets are provided for context. Review comments are not being sought on these parts of the post-2020 global biodiversity framework at this time. Column A of the tables provides draft components of the goals and targets. Columns B and C of the tables provide draft monitoring elements and indicators to be used at the global level to monitor progress in the implementation of the post-2020 global biodiversity framework. Further column D provides information on the period baseline data is available for the indicator and on the frequency that the indicator is updated where known. Review comments are being sought on columns A, B, C and D only. 
II. Submitting Comments

2.   When submitting comments, please adhere to the following guidelines as much as possible:

a. Please provide all comments in writing and in an MS Word or similar document format using the table provided below. 

b. Please provide full contact information for the individual/Government/organization submitting the comments. 

c. Please avoid commenting on issues related to grammar, spelling, or punctuation, unless it affects the overall meaning of the text, as the document will be edited as the final draft is prepared. 

d. To facilitate the revision process please be as specific as possible in your comments. In areas where you feel additional or alternative text or information is required, please suggest, if possible, what this text may look like or what should be included.

e. If you refer to additional sources of information, please include these with your comments when possible or provide a complete reference or hyperlink.  

f. Please focus your comments on columns A (monitoring elements), B (indicators) and C (Indicator baseline year and frequency of updates) of the tables 1 and 2. 
g. If you are suggestion the inclusion of additional indicators please provide information on if the indicator is currently operational, the organization supporting its development, its baseline (i.e. the year data is first available) and how frequently the indicator is updated (i.e. monthly, yearly, every two years etc.). 
h. All review comments will be posted on the webpage
 for the post-2020 global biodiversity framework in the interests of transparency

	The T19.3 indicator (C) does not reflect the monitoring element (B). This is given the fact that education on global citizenship and sustainable development does not necessarily include biodiversity. This has the danger of being misleading when it comes to monitoring the extent to which biodiversity is being integrated in the academic curricula.
Therefore, in order to ensure that the indicator reflects the purpose of the monitoring element, we propose to change the indicator to state the following:

“Extent to which current environmental challenges (on climate and biodiversity) are mainstreamed in (a) national education policies; (b) curricula; (c) teacher education; and (d) student assessment.”

In this proposal climate education is also included, as we consider it to be a deeply relevant topic in biodiversity education. This has furthermore the benefit of opening an opportunity window for joint monitoring with the UNFCCC.

	It is important to specify the importance of monitoring biodiversity in academic curricula at all education levels, as it might be unclear to what education level the current phrasing refers to. 
Therefore, we propose to include “across all education levels” in the monitoring element (B), which would look like this:

“Trends in the integration of biodiversity into academic curricula at all education levels”

	Here we propose several indicators that can be used for monitoring the participation of youth in decision-making.

Indicator 1:

“Proportion of parties with appointed representative UN Youth Delegates to CBD party delegations, following the criteria designated by the United Nations Guide to the Youth Delegate Programme” 

Youth involvement in decision-making processes should be monitored at all levels, this includes the CBD level. As described by the UN Department of Economic and Social Affairs (DESA), having Youth Delegates to the UN is one of the most important ways of ensuring participation of youth as equal partners in decision-making. Therefore, monitoring the proportion of CBD party delegations, which include UN Youth Delegates is a good way of monitoring involvement of youth in global decision-making processes on biodiversity. The criteria to define what a UN Youth Delegate is appears described in the UN DESA “United Nations Guide to the Youth Delegate Programme” (Link: https://www.un.org/development/desa/youth/wp-content/uploads/sites/21/2020/05/Youth-Delegates-Guide_May-20200-WEB-1.pdf)

This indicator is currently not in place. Although, the indicator could be developed by reviewing participation trends in CBD official events.

Indicator 2:
“Proportion of parties with strategies on equitable participation of youth in decision-making included in their NBSAP”

Monitoring the extent to which youth involvement is included in NBSAPs can be a useful tool to measure the efforts made by parties to include youth in decision-making.

This indicator is currently not in place. Although, the indicator could be developed by analyzing the content of the submitted NBSAPs.

Indicator 3:
“Proportion of parties with allocated national and/or regional economic and non-economic resources to promote youth equitable participation in decision-making”
As youth tends to be a group with few resources, opening up for participation of youth, without allocating resources to support such participation, might lead to insufficient and non-representative youth involvement. Therefore, it is important to monitor not only the extent to which youth is included in decision-making “on paper”, but as well the extent to which resources are allocated to ensure participation across different groups of youth in such processes. This is crucial if we want to ensure that youth involvement happens following principles of equity.
This indicator is currently not in place.
