Note by the Executive Secretary

1. At its second meeting, the Open-Ended Ad Hoc Working Group of Legal and Technical Experts on Liability and Redress in the context of the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety requested, inter alia, that the Secretariat make available for the third meeting of the Working Group documents of the Convention on Biological Diversity relating to the application of tools for valuation of biodiversity and biodiversity resources and functions; and to arrange for an expert presentation on the matter. 
2. Accordingly, an expert from the Secretariat will make a presentation on the subject at the meeting, and the following documents from the Convention process have been identified for the information of participants of the third meeting of the Working Group.

Note by the Executive Secretary on incentive measures: an exploration of tools and methodologies for valuation of biodiversity and biodiversity resources and functions (UNEP/CBD/SBSTTA/11/INF/8)

This information document was prepared by the Secretariat to facilitate deliberations on valuation tools and methodologies by the eleventh meeting of the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice (SBSTTA) that took place from 28 November to 2 December 2005 in Montreal.  It explores existing methodologies for valuation of biodiversity and biodiversity resources and functions, as well as other tools for prioritization in decision-making. In that context, the document not only provides an overview on existing valuation tools and their methodological status but also assesses their applicability in terms of effectiveness and capacity prerequisites. 

3. The document takes into account case-studies, best practices and other information from various sources, including submissions of views and information from Parties, other Governments, relevant international organizations, as well as individual experts.  The information analysed in this document has also been used as the basis for the pre-session document on the same subject (NEP/CBD/SBSTTA/11/9), which was considered by SBSTTA at its eleventh meeting.
