INTRODUCTION

1.
At its sixth meeting, the Conference of the Parties requested the Executive Secretary, in paragraph 27 of its decision VI/29, to report to the Conference of the Parties at its seventh meeting on income and budget performance as well as any adjustments made to the Convention budget for the biennium 2003-2004.

2.
The present document has been prepared by the Executive Secretary in response to that request and highlights the financial and administrative performance of the Secretariat since the last meeting of the Conference of the Parties.  It should be read in conjunction with the notes by the Executive Secretary on the proposed budget for the programme of work for the biennium 2005-2006 (UNEP/CBD/COP/7/2 and Add.1) as well as the programme budget for the biosafety work programme for the biennium 2005-2006 (UNEP/CBD/COP-MOP/1/11).

3.
The document is divided into four sections, as follows:

(a) 
Section I reports on income and budget performance in 2002 and in the biennium 2003-2004 for the three trust funds of the Convention, namely the General Trust Fund for the Convention on Biological Diversity (BY Trust Fund); the Special Voluntary Trust Fund for Additional Approved Activities of the Convention on Biological Diversity (BE Trust Fund), and the Special Voluntary Trust Fund for Facilitating the Participation of Parties in the Convention Process (BZ Trust Fund).  Expenditure figures for the biennium 2003-2004 given here, refer only to the first year of the 2003-2004 biennium, and are expected to change by the end of the year 2004 to reflect actual expenditure.  This section also contains a report on commitments made for the year 2004 to the BY Trust Fund;

(b) 
Section II deals with personnel matters.  It reports on the progress made in classifying, advertising and filling the posts in the Secretariat;

(c) 
Section III reports on the status of implementation of the Administrative Arrangements between UNEP and the Convention Secretariat, concluded pursuant to decision III/23 of the Conference of the Parties, and the Agreement between the Secretariat and the Government of Canada concerning the Headquarters of the Convention Secretariat.

(d) 
Section IV contains elements of a draft decision for the consideration of the Conference of the Parties on the administration of the Convention and the budget for the Trust Funds of the Convention.

By its decision V/22, the Conference of the Parties approved a core programme budget of $10,049,900 for the year 2002 for the Secretariat of the Convention on Biological Diversity (SCBD).  Of this amount, $6,846,700 was to be payable by Parties in line with the scale set out in the annex of decision V/22, and $3,203,200 was to be funded from the accumulated surplus and savings (carry-over balance) from prior years (1995-2001) as follows:

iii) Expenditures in 2002

11.
A total amount of $9,122,758 was spent from the BY Trust Fund during 2002.  This amount represents 91 per cent of the funds approved by the Conference of the Parties for the year 2002 ($10,049,900) (see tables 1 and 2 below). A total of $3,203,200 of the budget approved by the Conference of the Parties for 2002 was funded from the savings and surplus in keeping with decision V/22.  The balance ($6,846,700) was funded from assessed contributions to the BY Trust Fund.  As of 31 December 2002 $6,481,933 in assessed contributions had been paid for 2002.  
12.
Over-expenditure under the Executive Direction and Management Programme (EDM), was due to additional costs for COP-5 Bureau meetings, whereas under-expenditure under the Scientific, Technical and Technological Matters (STTM) and Implementation and Outreach (I&O) programmes was as a result of several posts under those programmes not being filled during 2002.

i) Budget for 2003

15.
By its decision VI/29, the Conference of the Parties approved a core programme budget of $10,742,500 for the year 2003 for the Secretariat of the Convention on Biological Diversity (SCBD).  Of this amount, $7,242,500 was to be payable by Parties in line with the scale set out in the annex of decision VI/29, $2,500,000 was to be funded from the accumulated surplus and savings (carry-over balance) from prior years (1995-2002), and $1,000,000 was to be funded from the host country contribution as follows:

It should be noted that as at 30 November 2003, late payments received during 2003 for 2002 and prior years amounted to $217,382.

20.
Table 4. below shows the cumulative payments to the BY Trust Fund by month in 2002 and 2003.  As at the end of the first quarter of 2002, total payments received for 2002 amounted to only 40 per cent of the amount approved, in spite of the fact that contributions should have been paid in January.  As a result of the lack of payment of contributions by Parties on a timely basis, and in order to allow the Secretariat to implement the 2003 work programme and renew staff contracts, the Executive Secretary drew upon the available savings and surplus in the BY Trust Fund (from late payments made for 2002 and prior years), without which it would have been impossible for the Secretariat to discharge its functions. 

21.
Similarly, at the end of the first quarter of 2003, only $3,475,946 had been received as payments for the year (i.e. 48% of the amount pledged for 2003).  This again resulted in a situation in which the Executive Secretary had to draw upon the working capital reserve and savings and surplus to ensure that, despite the late payment of contributions, the Secretariat could continue to function.

22.
It should nevertheless be noted that payments to the BY Trust Fund were considerably improved in 2001, 2002 and 2003, compared to previous years, with a 94% collection rate of assessed contributions (BY) in both 2001 and 2002 compared with 73% and 67% during 1999 and 2000 respectively. With the percentage collection for 2003 at 89% as of 30 November 2003, it is expected that total collection in 2003 will also approach or even surpass the 94% achieved in the last biennium.

iii)  Carry-over balance (savings and surplus)

23.
Unspent allocations at the end of the biennium, (as a result of lower cost of activities, non-filling of posts, activities financed from other sources etc.) is referred to as “savings”. Contributions received during a given year for prior years’ pledges are referred to as “surplus”. Savings and surpluses together are referred to as the “carry-over balance”, as they are carried over into the new biennium.    At its sixth meeting, the Conference of the Parties approved the use of a total of $5,000,000 from the "carry-over balance", (i.e., the savings and surpluses from previous financial periods) to cover part of the 2003-2004 budgets. Additionally, the Conference of the Parties approved an amount of $878,272 as a working capital reserve for the 2003-2004 biennium, to be taken out of the carry-over balance (savings/surplus).

24.
On 1 January 2003, commitments already made for the year 2003 amounted to $10,007,200.  At the same time, only $654,001 had been received as contributions for 2003, and $2,500,000 was available from the surplus as approved by the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties in decision VI/29 paragraph 8.  Thus the total available to the Secretariat for commitment amounted to $3,154,001, compared to commitments for the year of $10,007,200.  

25. 
Under United Nations rules, funds must be available in the bank in order for commitments to be made, therefore, as a result of this shortfall, a total of $6,853,199 had to be obligated using the “carry-over balance” i.e. savings and surplus and other available funds from previous biennia as authorized by decision VI/29 paragraph 14 of the Conference of the Parties.  These funds are replaced when the contributions for 2003 are received from Governments.

26.
Should the pledges for prior years (1995-2002) be received in full during 2003, there would be a projected surplus of $919,913 as at 31 December 2003 due to late payments of assessed contributions for the period 1995-2002, the breakdown of which is as follows:

It should be noted however that in the past biennium, the percentage of assessed contributions received for any year in the same year approaches 94%.  If this trend continues in 2003, and assuming that at least 50 per cent of the prior-year contributions will remain unpaid, and taking into account the working capital reserve to be deducted from the surplus in 2004, it is more realistic to assume that: 

(a) The projected surplus will be only approximately $459,996;

(b) The 94% collected pledges for 2003 will be $6,821,888;

(c) A working capital reserve of $878,272 (to be adjusted for 2005-2006)

(d) Total balance available for use at 1 January 2004 will be $6,403,572.

29.
These funds will be needed by the Secretariat to commence its functions at the beginning of 2004 since past experience has shown that most of the assessed contributions for 2004 will not yet have been received by 1 January that year. 

iv) Expenditures in 2003
30.
Direct commitments and expenditures in 2003 (including programme support costs) as at 30 November 2003, totalled $11,502,676. 

31.
For 2003, this amount is equivalent to approximately 107 per cent of the total amount approved by the Conference of the Parties for BY Trust Fund activities in 2003 as per decision VI/29.  The over-expenditure is due to the organization of the SBSTTA-9 and Article 8(j) meetings in 2003 instead of in 2004 as originally budgeted.

The 2003 commitments and expenditures of $11,502,676 amounts to 151 per cent of the total contributions received in 2003 ($7,612,780) for that year as at 30 November 2003.  It amounts to approximately 139 per cent of the total actual income available in 2003 ($8,218,540) (i.e., contributions received in 2003 for 2003 as well as for prior and future years) as follows:

34.
Table 5 below reflects the percentage of expenditure in 2003 by programme.  It also reflects the percentage of expenditure vis-à-vis income for 2003 and vis-à-vis actual income received during 2003.  This latter takes into account funds paid to the Trust Fund, not only in respect of 2003 assessed contributions but also funds paid in 2003 for prior and future years' pledges.

Executive Direction and Management

35.
A total of $720,200 (92%) of the funds allocated by the Conference of the Parties at its sixth meeting for Executive Direction and Management was expended during 2003 (as at 30 November 2003).  This programme was almost fully staffed during this period, with the exception of the Senior Programme Officer post which was filled in July 2003.

Scientific, Technical and Technological Matters

36.
As can be seen from table 5, a total of $1,455,650 (103%) of the funds approved by the Conference of the Parties for the Scientific, Technical and Technological Matters (STTM) programme were spent during 2003 (as at 30 November 2003).  Over expenditure was mostly due to the fact that the Bureau of the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties approved funding from the savings and surpluses to cover the costs of participants attending the eighth and ninth meetings of SBSTTA, for whom insufficient funds were raised from the BZ Trust Fund, (see Annex VI).  At the same time, savings were realised under this programme as a result of the fact that the posts of the Programme Officers for Taxonomy, Inland Waters and In-situ and Ex-situ Conservation were only filled during the second half of the year.

Social, Economic and Legal Matters

37.
A total of $1,539,100 (110%) of the funds approved by the Conference of the Parties for the Social, Economic and Legal programme was spent during 2003 (as at 30 November 2003).  This over- expenditure was due mainly to the fact that funds were used from the savings and surplus to pay for the participation of developing country Parties and Parties with economies in transition in the second Ad hoc Working Group meeting on Access and Benefits Sharing, which took place in Montreal from 1-5 December 2003. Most of the funds spent under this programme were related to conference servicing costs of the second Ad hoc working Group meeting on Access and Benefits Sharing, and the Inter-Sessional Meeting on the Multi-year Programme of Work up to 2010 and staff costs.

Implementation and Outreach

38.
A total of $1,932,016 (98%) of the budget approved for the Implementation and Outreach programme was expended during 2003 (as at 30 November 2003).  All of the seventeen posts under this programme were filled during the year.  Most of the funds spent under this programme were related to staff costs, the operation of the Clearing-house Mechanism and the publication of information and public awareness materials.

Biosafety

39.
A total of $1,212,008 (71%) of the budget approved for the Biosafety programme was spent during 2003 (as at 30 November 2003).  All of the nine approved posts were filled during 2003.  The under expenditure was mainly due to the fact that the first meeting of the Parties to the Biosafety Protocol was not convened during 2003 as budgeted for.  The majority of the funds spent under this programme were related to staff costs, meetings of the Bureau of the Intergovernmental Committee on the Cartagena Protocol, and the Liaison group meeting on the Biosafety Clearing House.

Resource Management and Conference Services

40.
A total of $3,320,385 (148%) of the budget approved for the Resource Management and Conference Services programme was spent during 2003 (as at 30 November 2003). The over-expenditure reflected in Table 5 under this programme during 2003 was in large part due to the fact that the ninth meeting of the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and Technological Advice (SBSTTA-9) as well as the Open‑ended meeting on the Ad Hoc working Group on Article 8(j) and related Provisions were convened during November and December 2003 respectively, although they were originally budgeted for in 2004.  It was decided to bring forward these two meetings as a result of the rescheduling of the COP-7 meeting to early February 2004, in order that the recommendations from the meetings could be presented to COP-7.

As explained above, approximately 139 percent of the total actual income received in 2003 was spent in 2003.  This income takes into account funds paid to the Trust Fund, not only in 2003 but also funds paid in 2003 for prior and future years' pledges.  This expenditure is reflected in table 6 as a percentage of contributions received for 2003 as well as a percentage of total available income.

Staff costs

42.
It should be noted that staff costs are budgeted using estimated standard costs based on the assumptions contained in the note by the Executive Secretary on the proposed programme budget of the Convention on Biological Diversity for the biennium 2003-2004 prepared for the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties (UNEP/CBD/COP/6/10).  They include both salaries and common staff costs.  Given that these costs are based on standard costs used by the UN, actual expenditures vary from one duty station to the other depending on fluctuations in post adjustment and other factors such as the number of dependants, education grant, and repatriation costs.  Although some savings were realised during 2003 due to the late or non-recruitment of some staff members, these savings were offset by losses due to the fluctuation in the exchange rate of the Canadian dollar which appreciated 17% during the year against the US dollar.  Additionally, increases in staff salaries and common staff costs following the revision of salary scales and entitlements approved by the UN General Assembly also impacted the budget for staff negatively.

43.
As at 30 November 2003, 33 of the 36 approved Professional posts and 25 of the 26 approved General Service posts funded from the core budget (BY Trust Fund) were filled giving an overall percentage of 94% of approved posts filled and regularized. As indicated in table 6, staff costs amounted to $5,638,474 being 94 per cent of the total amount budgeted under this line.  

44.
Information on the status of staffing in the Secretariat is reported on a quarterly basis through the Quarterly Report that is posted on the Secretariat’s website, and a detailed breakdown of the status can be found in section II of this document.

Consultants and sub-contracts

45.
Table 6 shows over-expenditure under the consultants budget line.  This is due to the recruitment of consultants to assist with the delivery of the CEPA/I&O work programme as a result of the delay in the recruitment of the Information Officer.

Travel on official business

46.
Travel expenses in 2003 are in keeping with original projections as a result of the fact that the Secretariat was almost fully staffed during 2003.  The Secretariat staff represents the Convention at various meetings and events and travel of staff members to other organizations’ events is one of the important ways of achieving synergies and integrated work programmes. 

Conference-servicing costs

47.
Conference-servicing costs in 2003 were greater than originally projected as a consequence of the decision to convene the ninth meeting of SBSTTA as well as the meeting of the Ad Hoc Working Group on Article 8(j) during 2003 instead of in 2004 as originally planned.  These decisions were taken in order to allow the recommendations emanating from these bodies to be presented to the seventh meeting of the Conference of the Parties, which was rescheduled to early February 2004.
Meetings

48.
Meeting costs exceed budgeted amounts as a result of two main factors.  Firstly the decision to convene SBSTTA-9 in 2003 instead of in 2004 as originally planned, and secondly as a result of the use of funds from savings and surpluses to support the participation of developing country Parties and Parties with economies in transition in the eighth and ninth meetings of SBSTTA, the Intersessional meeting on the Multi-year Programme of Work, as well as in the Ad Hoc Working Group meeting on Access and Benefit Sharing and the 2010 Biodiversity Challenge meeting.  A breakdown of the funds used from savings and surpluses is reflected in table 9. 

Reporting costs

49.
Reporting costs in 2003 were in keeping with original projections.  Funds were used to produce public awareness materials, as well as for the reproduction of CBD documents for distribution to Parties.

General operating expenses

50.
General operating expenses include funding for office equipment and supplies, utilities and insurance costs, printing costs, communication costs and the distribution of printed and other materials.  Expenditure was higher than projected largely due to the fluctuation in the exchange rate of the Canadian dollar, which during 2003 appreciated 17% against the US dollar.

3. Projected income and budget performance in 2004

i) Budget for 2004

51.
By its decision VI/29, the Conference of the Parties approved a core programme budget of $11,214,300 for the year 2004 for the Secretariat of the Convention on Biological Diversity (SCBD).  Of this amount, $7,714,300 was to be payable by Parties in line with the scale set out in the annex of decision VI/29, $2,500,000 was to be funded from the accumulated surplus and savings (carry-over balance) from prior years (1995-2002), and $1,000,000 was to be funded from the host country contribution as follows:

This amount represents contributions paid in full or in part by 33 Parties (or 18 per cent of the total number of Parties to the Convention).

iii) Commitments in 2004

54.
A total amount of $11,035,750 has been obligated as commitments for the year 2004.  This amount represents the use of the surplus and savings from prior years and accounts for 98 per cent of the funds approved by the Conference of the Parties for the year 2004 ($11,214,300) (see tables 7 and 8 below). A total of $2,500,000 of the budget approved by the Conference of the Parties for 2004 will be funded from the savings and surplus in keeping with decision VI/29, and a further $1,000,000 will be funded from the contribution of the host government.  The balance ($7,714,300) will be funded from assessed contributions to the BY Trust Fund.  As of 30 November 2003, only $388,378 in assessed contributions had been paid in advance for 2004.  

55.
It should be noted that commitments under the Biosafety Programme are higher than budgeted for in 2004 since the COP/MOP-1 meeting is being convened in 2004 instead of in 2003 as originally budgeted for.  Commitments under the Resource Management and Conference Services programme on the other hand is less than projected because the ninth meeting of SBSTTA, and the Open-ended meeting of the Ad hoc Working Group on Article 8(j) were convened in 2003 instead of in 2004 as originally planned. Commitments under the Resource Management and Conference Services programme for 2004 have however been increased due to COP-6 Bureau approvals for funding of participants’ costs to attend the seventh meeting of the Conference of the Parties to the Convention (COP-7), and the first meeting of the Parties to the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety (MOP-1) in 2004.

B.
Special Voluntary Trust Fund for additional approved activities of the Convention on Biological Diversity (BE Trust Fund)

57.
Contributions to the BE Trust Fund are earmarked for specific activities in 2003 and 2004.  A total of $4,186,800 was approved under the BE Trust Fund by the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties for 2003 and $2,366,900 for 2004.  As at 30 November 2003, the Secretariat has received pledges for additional approved activities totaling $1,930,730 in 2003, (or 46% of the amount approved in the budget), of which contributions of $1,507,369 has been paid. (See Annex II).  Additionally $167,719 was paid during 2003 for prior years.  

58.
Annex V reflects the status of payments to the BE Trust Fund vis-à-vis the budget approved by the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties. It should however be noted that the Secretariat occasionally receives funds in the BE Trust Fund for activities not listed in the approved budget, in particular funds may be received for activities which are a result of intersessional recommendations.

59.
As a result of the low level of pledges to the BE Trust Fund during 2003, the COP-6 Bureau approved the use of savings and surpluses to fund participation of developing country Parties, and Parties with economies in transition in expert meetings of the Convention as reflected in table 9 of this document.

60.
A total of $1,333,755 (excluding programme support costs) was spent or committed in 2003 for additional approved activities, including:

Special Voluntary Trust Fund for facilitating participation of Parties in the Convention process (BZ Trust Fund)

61.
Contributions to the BZ Trust Fund are earmarked for specific meetings in 2003 and 2004.  A total of $3,148,200 was approved under the BZ Trust Fund by the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties for 2003 and $2,391,100 for 2004.  As at 30 November 2003, the Secretariat has received pledges totaling $998,074 in 2003 (32% of the amount approved for 2003), of which contributions of $825,891 has been paid. (See Annex III).  Additionally $47,017 has been collected for outstanding pledges for prior years.  Annex VI reflects the status of payments to the BZ Trust Fund vis-à-vis the budget approved by the sixth meeting of the Conference of the Parties.

62.
As a result of the low level of pledges to the BZ Trust Fund during 2003, the COP-6 Bureau approved the use of savings and surpluses to fund participation of developing country Parties, and Parties with economies in transition in various meetings of the Convention as reflected in table 9 of this document.

63.
Expenditures to cover participation costs of 264 participants from Parties eligible for financial support to the following meetings convened in 2003 amounted to $715,175 (excluding programme support costs):

As of 30 November 2003, pledges of $222,167 to the BZ Trust Fund remain unpaid.  

65.
It is hoped that sufficient contributions are received from donor Parties to facilitate the participation of at least one delegate from each of the 159 eligible developing country Parties and Parties with economies in transition in the seventh meeting of the Conference of the Parties in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, from 9-20 February 2004, and to the first meeting of the Parties to the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety (MOP-1) from 23‑27 February 2004.   However, in order to ensure that this occurs, additional contributions/pledges need to be made to the BZ Trust Fund in 2004.

D.
Trust Fund to Support Developing Countries on Biosafety Issues (BF Trust Fund)
66.
Contributions to the BF Trust Fund are earmarked for supporting developing country Parties, in particular the least developed and small island developing States among them, and Parties with economies in transition to pay for the use of the experts selected from the roster of experts on biosafety.  Total pledges made in 2003 amounted to $62,240 (as at 30 November 2003).  To date no requests have been received for the use of biosafety experts to be funded by the BF Trust Fund.

II.
PERSONNEL

Established posts

67.
The Conference of the Parties approved 62 posts under the core budget (BY Trust Fund) for the biennium 2003-2004 in its decision VI/29 (36 Professional posts and 26 General Service posts).  The status of recruitment of these posts is reflected in table 10 below.

68.
In addition, 12 posts were funded in 2003 from other sources of funding which included 4 Professional posts funded under the Special Voluntary Trust Fund for Additional Approved Activities under the Convention (BE Trust Fund); 3 Professional Posts and 5 General Service posts funded by UNEP from the 13% programme support costs charged on the CBD Trust Funds. (See table 11 below). 

Filling of vacancies
69.
The Secretariat prepared job descriptions, and through UNEP/UNON, classified the 5 new posts approved for the 2003-2004 biennium.  Recruitment was initiated soon after.

70.
It should be noted that effective 1 November 2002, UNEP adopted the use of the new United Nations Staff Selection System.  Therefore, all vacancies of the Secretariat for the Convention on Biological Diversity after that date were advertised in this new web-based staffing system, which supports the recruitment and appointment process.  As this system was new to UNEP/UNON, delays in implementation were experienced, which had some negative impacts on the recruitment process and the subsequent filling of some posts in the Secretariat. Through continued use of this new system, it is expected that the recruitment process will be shorter, however, this would need time.

71.
As at 31 December 2003, a total of 58 posts (33 Professional and 25 General Service), of the 62 posts approved under the core budget (BY Trust Fund), were encumbered by regularized staff members.  All 4 vacant posts have been advertised and recruitment is in progress.

Capacity‑building programmes within the Secretariat for the Convention on Biological Diversity

72.
The Secretariat is involved in several activities, which recognize the need for capacity-building for Parties in terms of furthering their knowledge of the Convention process.  Such activities include the Fellowship and internship programmes of the Secretariat as well as the Junior/Senior Programme Officer programmes.

73.
As well, the Secretariat recognizes that the career development of staff members within the Secretariat plays an important role in achieving a multi-skilled and knowledgeable team and therefore encourages continual staff development through training and learning activities. 

74.
The following Section provides supplementary information on the above-mentioned programmes supported by the Secretariat, in its efforts to enhance capacity building efforts related to the Convention process. 

III.
ADMINISTRATIVE ARRANGEMENTS

A.
Administrative Arrangements between UNEP and the Convention Secretariat

75.
The following report on the administrative arrangements is a summary of the information contained in the Quarterly Report that is produced by the Secretariat and posted on the Secretariat website.

76.
The Administrative Arrangements between the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) and the Secretariat for the Convention on Biological Diversity (UNEP/CBD/COP/4/24 and Corr.1, annex III) came into effect on 30 June 1997, and was endorsed by the Conference of the Parties through decision IV/17, paragraph 1.  They were prepared in response to paragraph 1 of decision III/23, by which the Conference of the Parties invited the Executive Director of UNEP and the Executive Secretary of the Convention to develop procedures with respect to the functioning of the Convention Secretariat, to clarify and make their respective roles and responsibilities more effective.

77.
The Conference of the Parties may need to review and adjust the Administrative Arrangements (para.1 and the annex to decision IV/17) in view of existing United Nations policies, procedures and practices for senior-level appointments within the United Nations (D‑2, ASG and USG) and recent developments regarding appointments and promotions of United Nations Staff.

78.
The Administrative Arrangements cover the following subjects related to the operations of the Secretariat:  personnel arrangements; financial arrangements; contributions and funds; treasury; budget; accounting and reporting; procurement of goods and services; reimbursement for services provided by the Secretariat; and conference and other services.
Personnel arrangements

79.
The Administrative Arrangements have been followed in regards to matters related to personnel arrangements, staff recruitment, post levels, appointments and promotions, job descriptions, and vacancy announcements.

80.
With regard to the establishment of an Appointments and Promotion Board (APB) at the seat of the Secretariat, this is no longer applicable as of 1 November 2002, as a result of the implementation of the new Staff Selection System of the United Nations which replaces the role of the APB with that of Central Review Bodies (CRBs) which are constituted at United Nations and UNEP headquarters.

81.
In keeping with the Administrative Arrangements, a Secretariat staff representative body was established in September 1997, with an Executive Committee (three Professional and three General Service staff).  

Reimbursement for services provided to the Secretariat

82.
As specified in the Administrative Arrangements, and in line with UNEP Governing Council decision 20/35, all of the Convention trust funds are subject to a 13 per cent programme support charge, which is used in part to finance the administrative personnel costs of the Secretariat and of UNEP/UNON.

B.  
Agreement between the Secretariat of the Convention and the Government of Canada concerning the headquarters of the Convention Secretariat

83.
Pursuant to Decision II/19 of the Conference of the Parties, which requested the Executive Director of UNEP to negotiate and finalize a headquarters agreement with the Government of Canada, UNEP and the Government of Canada signed an Agreement concerning the headquarters of the Convention Secretariat, in New York on 25 October 1996.  The Agreement came into force on 20 November 1997 as per an Order-in‑Council published in the Canada Gazette, part II, volume 131, No. 25 dated 10 December 1997.

84.
On 12 March 2001, the Government of the province of Quebec signed an Agreement with the Secretariat of the Convention on Biological Diversity in which the Secretariat and its officers, inter alia, are exempt from paying Quebec provincial taxes.  As a result of the signing of this Agreement, the Secretariat received a tax rebate of US$ 469,732 covering the period 2001-2003.

85.
The Government of Quebec also pledged during the occasion of the signing of the Agreement, to contribute the sum of US$ 200,000 per year to the Secretariat for five years (2001-2005).

86.
The Government of Canada pledged US$ 800,000 per year to the Secretariat for three years (2001-2003).  

C.
Fellowship programme

87.
Initiated during the 2001-2002 biennium, this programme aims at providing nationals from developing countries the opportunity to gain knowledge in the area of biodiversity in order to assist their institutions and communities in protecting and promoting the conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity.

88.
The selection of fellows has reflected a regional balance and in line with general United Nations practice, a gender balance as well.  Selection was based on the applicants work experience; the relevance of this experience to the work of the Convention including how the Fellow would assist with capacity-building and public awareness issues at the community level.  The selection also ensured that each Fellow could work on a range of thematic and/or cross-cutting issues.

89.
Fellowships awarded during the biennium, and funded under the BY Trust Fund were:

It is expected, that each Fellow, at the end of the Programme should:

(e) Have broad knowledge of international environmental instruments and mechanisms, in particular those with relevance to biodiversity and general knowledge of the overall United Nations system;

(f) Have a good understanding of the Convention on Biological Diversity, its objectives and work programmes as well its linkages to other issues, bodies and processes;

(g) Be capable of giving training within their communities and organizations in the field of biodiversity conservation and sustainable use/development as it relates to the issues they worked on; 

(h) Have the tools to understand practical country-specific problems related to  biodiversity; and 

(i) Be able to widely disseminate the information and knowledge gained during the Fellowship Programme.

D.
Internship programme of the Secretariat for the Convention on Biological Diversity

91.
The Secretariat for the Convention on Biological Diversity Internship Programme is an on-going programme which provides students with an opportunity to spend a minimum of 3 months and a maximum of 6 months at the Secretariat, in order to gain knowledge and research experience with issues relevant to their studies as well as to the work of the Convention. It is a no-fee programme sponsored by the intern or a sponsoring organization.  It provides the students with important practical experience which complements their field of study and also benefits the Secretariat as an outreach programme in that these students take the knowledge and experience they have gained back to their institutions and countries.

92.
The Secretariat accepts interns sponsored and selected by the Government of Quebec, as part of their ongoing governmental internship programme. The Secretariat also accepts international interns.  Since 1997, the following internships have been successfully completed:

Staff development and learning policy

96.
Recognizing that individuals increasingly need to match their skills and competencies to the changing requirements of the organization and that pragmatism, flexibility and the ability to adapt quickly to change are in high demand, the Secretariat developed an internal staff policy that guides staff development.

97.
The policy takes into account the career development policy of the United Nations by providing a framework of opportunities, which contribute to career development, such as using learning and development opportunities available, both within or outside the Secretariat and the effective use of the performance appraisal system.  The policy encourages the development of broad-based knowledge and experience and a diversified, interdiscipli​nary background.

Constraints

98.
The principal constraint, in terms of the provision of training and learning opportunities is the lack of financial resources, mostly due to the fact that most of the funds budgeted for the biennium under training, were used for the Fellowship programme. 

99.
However, during the biennium, a number of staff benefited from advanced computer training and one staff member was sent for a training workshop on legal matters.

100.
The second constraint felt by most staff is the lack of time needed to invest in learning, however, learning time has been allocated to all staff, some of who have already benefited from it. 

IV. 

ACTION BY THE CONFERENCE OF THE PARTIES

101.
As reflected in the note by the Executive Secretary on the proposed budget for the programme of work for the biennium 2005–2006 (UNEP/CBD/COP/7/2), the Conference of the Parties may wish to consider the following draft decision:

The Conference of the Parties

1. Welcomes the annual contribution of US$ 1,000,000 from Canada, the host country of the Secretariat;

2. Authorizes the Executive Secretary, in an effort to improve the efficiency of the Secretariat and to attract highly qualified staff to the Secretariat, to enter into direct administrative and contractual arrangements with Parties, Governments and organizations, in response to offers of human resources and other support to the Secretariat, as may be necessary for the effective discharge of the functions of the Secretariat, while ensuring the efficient use of available competencies, resources and services, and taking into account United Nations rules and regulations.  Special attention should be given to possibilities of creating synergies with relevant, existing work programmes or activities that are being implemented within the framework of other international organizations; 

3. Welcomes the development and continuation of the fellowship programme as a means of enabling developing country Parties to send their nationals to the Secretariat for the purposes of enhancing their understanding of the Convention and the Biosafety Protocol and other processes and for increasing awareness of biodiversity and related issues;

4. Notes that the Junior Professional Officer programme and the internship programme afford an opportunity for Parties to learn about and further develop an understanding of the thematic or cross-cutting issues covered under the Convention;

5. Expresses its support staff development and learning programmes that encourage all staff to continuously strengthen their knowledge and broaden their skills;

6. Notes that these programmes serve to improve participation of country Parties in the Convention process. 

7. Expresses its appreciation for the contributions provided by Parties thus far (both financial and in-kind) for capacity‑building programmes within the Secretariat.
