[Take effective and urgent action to halt the loss of biodiversity worldwide in order to ensure functional and resilient ecosystems by 2020, through appropriate funding from all sources and by reducing pressure on biodiversity, using biological resources sustainably and mainstreaming biodiversity issues, thereby contributing to human well-being, poverty eradication, and security of life on earth.]
