STRATEGIC GOALS AND THE 2020 HEADLINE TARGETS
Target 2: By 2020, at the latest, the values of biodiversity  have been integrated into national and local development and poverty reduction strategies and planning processes and are being incorporated  into national accounting and[/or] reporting systems. 
Target 3: By 2020, at the latest, incentives, including subsidies, harmful to biodiversity are eliminated,  phased out or reformed in order to minimize or avoid negative impacts, and positive incentives for the conservation and sustainable use of biodiversity are developed and applied, [consistent and in harmony with the Convention and other relevant international obligations] , taking into account national socio-economic conditions. 

Target 5: By 2020 the rate of loss of all natural habitats, [including forests] is [at least halved][brought close to zero] [against a 2010 baseline] and degradation and fragmentation is [significantly reduced].

Target 6: By 2020, [overfishing is ended, destructive fishing practices are eliminated, ] all exploited fish stocks and other living marine and aquatic resources are [managed] [and harvested] sustainably recovery plans and measures are in place for all depleted species, and [the impact of fisheries [and other human related pressures][including trade] on threatened species and vulnerable ecosystems [are within safe [biological] [ecological] limits]] [fisheries would have no serious adverse impact on threatened species and vulnerable ecosystems].
Target 10:  By 2015, to have minimized the multiple anthropogenic pressures on coral reefs, and other vulnerable ecosystems impacted by climate change or ocean acidification, so as to maintain their integrity and functioning.
Target 11: By 2020, at least [15%][20%] of terrestrial, inland- water and [6%][10%][15%] of [territorial waters] marine areas, especially areas of particular importance for biodiversity and ecosystem services, are conserved through comprehensive, ecologically representative and well-connected systems of effectively [and equitably] managed protected areas [,including all governance levels] [and other effective  in situ conservation means], and integrated into the wider land- and seascape.]
