To facilitate the issuance of visas, the Secretariat will issue upon request visa assistance letters to be attached to the visa applications.
The visa application and further information on the application and obtaining a visa for Uganda can be found by visiting the web sites of the Uganda Ministry of Immigration or the Ugandan Embassy/High Commission in your country.  Some general requirements for the Ugandan visa application are listed below: 
1. A passport valid for at least six months from the date of entry into Uganda.
2. One completed Uganda visa application form. 

3. Two colour passport-size photo taken within the past six months. 

4. International Certificate of Vaccination for Yellow Fever. 

5. Invitation letter. 

For participants from countries with no Ugandan embassies, arrangements are being put in place so that they can acquire their VISAs at the airport upon arrival. Those participants shall ensure that they respond to the pertinent communications requiring their names and passport information for consolidation and transfer to the immigration office of Uganda. Issuance of the visa will cost USD50 and will be reimbursed against applicable DSA.
7. Health information


A yellow fever vaccination certificate is required from travellers entering Uganda from countries with risk of yellow fever transmission.  As in all tropical countries, malaria is prevalent year-round. It is recommended to take a quinine-based prophylactic before, during and for One week after your stay in Uganda. Participants need to take medical precaution and treatment is readily available around the country.

The currency in Uganda is the Ugandan Shilling (UGX).  The current exchange rate as at 8 January 2014 is 1 US$ = 2,520.99 UGX and 1 € = 3,425.05 UGX. 
Banking hours are usually from 8:00 am – 4:00 pm from Monday to Friday and from 8:00 am – 12:00 noon on Saturdays.  Closing times may be an hour longer in some private banks. Most banks work through lunchtime. These banks include; Stanbic Bank, Standard Chartered Bank, Barclays Bank. VISA and Master cards are accepted.
